I have the honor to address Your Excellency to transmit to you, for the information of member states, the updated Summary Table of the OAS Register of Antipersonnel Land-Mines.

This table summarizes the information provided by member states so far, pursuant to General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1889 (XXXII-O/02), “The Western Hemisphere as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone,” operative paragraph 7 of which reiterates “the importance of participation by all member states in the OAS Register of Antipersonnel Land Mines by April 15 of each year, in keeping with resolution AG/RES. 1496 (XXVII-O/97) ... .”

Likewise, references to the reports of the states parties to the Ottawa Convention have been included under “other pertinent information,” pursuant to operative paragraph 8 of the aforementioned resolution, AG/RES. 1889 (XXXII-O/02):

“To encourage member states that are parties to the Ottawa Convention to provide to the Secretary General as part of their submissions to the OAS Register of Antipersonnel Land Mines, in keeping with resolution AG/RES. 1496 (XXVII-O/97), a copy of their Ottawa Convention Article 7 transparency reports; and to further encourage member states which are not yet parties to the Ottawa Convention to provide similar information with their annual submissions.”

This summary table is presented pursuant to the procedures for the aforementioned Register established by the Permanent Council through resolution CP/RES. 724 (1162/98).

	On April 30, a meeting was held in Buenos Aires with delegations from the OAS and Canada to coordinate details of the agreement for cooperation and technical assistance between the Republic and the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States regarding the plan to destroy stockpiles of anti-personnel mines.
