Background:

The Ibero-American Network of Nongovernmental Organizations (NGOs) That Work in Drug Addiction (RIOD) is an independent nonprofit organization that encompasses nongovernmental organizations in Latin America and Spain that work in the field of demand reduction for illegal drugs, in aspects concerning prevention and treatment.  The RIOD’s mission is to integrate, strengthen, and connect NGOs and Ibero-American Programs in the area of drug addiction.

The RIOD is a joint initiative of the Government of Spain through the government’s delegation for the National Plan on Drugs of the Ministry of the Interior and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) of the OAS to link the main Spanish and Latin American nongovernmental organizations that work in the area of drug addiction.

The RIOD has 55 NGOs from 17 countries that serve about three million people who benefit from prevention and rehabilitation programs for drug addicts.  These programs have been funded by the Government of Spain in its National Plan on Drugs, the Spanish Agency for International Cooperation, and annual dues of its members.

It submitted its application on May 13, 2003.

Primary areas of activity of the CSO and their relationship to OAS activities:

The RIOD seeks to tap the joint work of agencies and governments and create opportunities for sharing and coordination to stimulate the institutional strengthening of each of its members, to result in actions for improvement of the policies, strategies, and programs against drug addiction, especially those intended to reduce demand in the Ibero-American regions.  To this end, its primary activities are to:

· Provide opportunities for dialogue and communication to share information, experience, and know-how.

· Develop linkages between members of the RIOD and financial institutions, to permit the transfer of data on sources and methods of funding.

· Contribute to executive training (in management, organizational and technical support).

· Encourage studies and research on drug addiction.

· Facilitate the exchange of professionals among the member agencies of the RIOD.

· Promote cooperative actions for development of the RIOD and its members.

· Stimulate the institutional strengthening of its members to permit mounting efforts to improve policies, strategies, and programs on drug addiction.

· Organization of regional seminars: “First Seminar on Training of NGOs in Prevention of Drug Use” (1999); “Second Seminar on Women and Drug Addiction: Women and Drugs, Family and Drugs” (2000); “Minimum Criteria for Prevention and Treatment of Drug Addiction” (2000); “Youth Participation as a Strategy for Prevention of Addictions (2002).
· Publications on the subject of drug addiction, such as: “Minimum Criteria for Quality in Prevention and Treatment Programs.”
