Summary of the meeting held on November 13, 2003

Report on the Activities of the Office of the Inspector General - July 1 through December 31, 2002 (CP/doc. 3761/03); Annual Report of the Inspector General - January 1 through December 31, 2002 (CP/doc.3762/03)

The Committee took note of the reports that were transmitted to the Committee by the Permanent Council at its meeting held on July 30, 2003.

Draft Resolution “Amendment of Article 19 (a) (iii) of the General Standards on the Language Proficiency Requirement for Continuing Contract Eligibility”

In compliance with the mandate contained in resolution AG/RES.1974 (XXXIII-O/03) to examine the application of the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 1873 (XXXII/O/02), in particular, Article 19.a.iii of Chapter III of the amended text of the General Standards on the language proficiency requirement, the Committee considered the draft resolution presented by the Chair entitled “Amendment of Article 19 (a) (iii) of the General Standards on the Language Proficiency Requirement for Continuing Contract Eligibility”, (CP/CAAP-2680/03), and approved it with the amendment presented by the delegation of Canada. The Committee asked its Chair to submit it to the Permanent Council at its next meeting for possible adoption.

The Committee noted that the information provided by various areas was insufficient and in some cases no mention was made of interest earned. The Committee recommended that future reports should be accompanied by an appendix indicating the purpose of the use of those funds; the actual expenditure; and the results achieved by such action. Delegations also requested that the interest earned should appear at all times in all reports.

Report of the General Secretariat on the status of Regular Fund quotas as of September 30, 2003 (CP/doc. 3792/03)

The Committee took note of the report presented by the General Secretariat and also noted that after its distribution, payments were made by Antigua & Barbuda, Brazil, United States and Dominica.  Delegations were further reminded of the payment requirements in compliance with AG/RES. 1757 (XXX-O/00), “Measures to Encourage Timely Payment of Quotas”.


5. Other matters:

· Financing of CICTE preparatory meetings

In response to a remark by the Permanent Mission of El Salvador on the CICTE meetings, the Committee recommended that the savings obtained in Subprogram 10W of 2003 be allocated to financing the preparatory meetings of CICTE until the end of the year.

· Personnel issues

At the proposal by the Chair, the Committee agreed to consider the personnel issues mandated in AG/RES. 1974 (XXXIII-O/03), IV.A.1 subparagraphs a and c when the Committee considers the Management Study.  With regard to subparagraph e, of the same resolution, the Assistant Secretary for Management indicated that a study on this matter was being carried out and that he would report back on this issue at the next meeting of the Committee.
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
