Introduction

In resolution AG/RES. 1931(XXXIII-O/03), “Protecting Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms while Countering Terrorism,” the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to:

5.b.
“Convene a meeting of government experts to exchange, from a human rights perspective, best practices and national experiences in adopting antiterrorism measures in keeping  with the international commitments of their states, and to transmit to the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism a report on that meeting.”

To fulfill that mandate, the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) has been studying how to organize a meeting of experts to address the concerns of member states in this area.

At the Committee meeting of October 23, the delegations presented general recommendations that the Chair took into account in drawing up a draft agenda proposal.  Based on this draft agenda, delegations present at the meetings of the CAJP of November 20 and December 4, 2003 commented on the draft and recommended that the chair issue a revised version of it, which is attached hereto.
