Background

In 1996, the General Assembly adopted the “Panama Declaration on the Inter-American Contribution to the Development and Codification of International Law" [AG/DEC. 12 (XXVI-O/96)].

In 1997, when the General Assembly met in Lima, Peru, it approved the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law [AG/RES. 1471 (XXVII-O/97)], which contains a description of the different areas, activities, and objectives to be pursued on a continuous basis by the Organization, in order to ensure the development, advancement, and effective application of international law prepared by the inter-American system.

After that, successive General Assembly resolutions have put this program into operation and indicated its priority areas [(AG/RES. 1557 (XXVIII-O/98), AG/RES. 1617 (XXIX-O/99), AG/RES. 1705 (XXX-O/00), AG/RES. 1766 (XXXI-O/01), and AG/RES. 1845 (XXXII-O/02)].

In 2003, the General Assembly adopted resolution AG/RES. 1921 (XXXIII-O/03) to renew the mandates of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law, and urged the Secretariat for Legal Affairs and its offices to do the following:
· Continue providing services on its internet page and publishing reports of events organized by the Secretariat and its offices;

· Seek ways to better disseminate and distribute legal information;

· Promote the establishment of programs on international law and a better knowledge of the inter-American system through courses, seminars, and supporting material.

II.
Activities carried out

In accordance with the various General Assembly mandates related to implementation of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law, the activities and publications of the Office of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, the Technical Secretariat on Legal Cooperation Mechanisms, and the Department of International Law during the period of time from 2003 to February 2004 are listed below.

II.2.
Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms
In compliance with the mandates of the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law, General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1921 (XXXIII-O/03), the Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms continued updating and modernizing the Inter-American Legal Information System, which operates through a web page maintained on the internet.  The increasing number of visits to this page is a clear sign of its value, and it is becoming one of the most frequently visited pages of the OAS.
In addition to the databases which were initially part of this System, containing the full text of inter-American treaties, along with the status of their signature and ratification, and the different resolutions issued in the framework of the OAS, databases in the following areas have also been established, updated, and modernized:  the Meetings of Ministers of Justice or Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas; the fight against corruption, and the follow-up mechanism of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption; International Humanitarian Law; and, the Advisory Committee of CIFTA (Inter-American Convention Against the Illicit Manufacture of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials).
This system has also been strengthened by the inclusion and implementation of cooperation and information exchange networks on the subjects of extradition; mutual legal assistance, cybercrime, and prison and penitentiary policies, all of which are now part of this legal information system.
The Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms is interested in pursuing its work to implement this important program, in compliance with General Assembly decisions, and in keeping with its responsibilities and available resources.

International Law Symposium (Lima, Peru, November 2003)

An International Law Symposium was held in Lima, Peru from November 17 to 20, 2003.  The International Law Department of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs organized the event with the Diplomatic Academy of the Peruvian Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Thirteen foreign professors and eighteen national professors specializing in public and private international law participated in this symposium.  The work program covered the following topics:  Private International Law; Public International Law: Challenges in the Twenty-First Century (integration, human rights, the inter-American system, general public international law); and an examination of the methodology of teaching and updating international public and private law programs.

COURSES IN INTERNATIONAL LAW 

The General Secretariat and the Inter-American Juridical Committee have been holding a Course on International Law every year since 1974, in the city of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.  The course is open to young diplomats and university students in the Americas, with OAS fellowships.

A. Thirtieth Course on International Law
From August 4 to 29, 2003, the Thirtieth Course on International Law was held.  Its central theme was “International Law and International Peace-Keeping and Security.”  Twenty-six lecturers, outstanding jurists from the region and Europe, 30 fellowship students, representing the majority of the OAS member states, and 14 participants who paid their own expenses participated in this course.

B.
Thirty-First Course on International Law
The International Law Department is organizing the Thirty-First Course on International Law, to be held August 2-27, 2004 in the Rio Business Center, Praia de Botafogo # 228, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.  The main theme of this course will be “International Law, Trade, Finance and Development.”  This event has been widely circulated by various means, including distribution of posters to the principal law schools of the universities in the hemisphere, and information on the web page of the Educational Portal of the Americas and on the web page of the International Law Department.

The publication is composed of two sections, and contains 55 articles grouped by author.  At the end of the second section, there is a chronological index and an index by subject (the publication contains a total of 2,278 pages).
