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1.
The human rights of all migrant workers and their families: Resolution AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03)

Pursuant to the mandates set out in the aforementioned General Assembly resolution, the Committee decided to set up a working group to prepare a proposed Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, based on the draft presented by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (CP/CAJP-2038/03).
As part of its activities, the new Working Group would be responsible for organizing a special meeting on the topic.

The officers of the Working Group would be elected and installed at a future meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.

The Committee decided that the Working Group’s term would run from the time of its installation until the end of April, when it was expected to present a report on its work to the Committee regarding the topics set forth in resolution AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03).

2.
Convocation and Draft Agenda of the Meeting of Government Experts to Exchange, from a Human Rights Perspective, Best Practices and National Experiences in Adopting Antiterrorism Measures,  to be held on February 12 and 13, 2004, at OAS headquarters [operative paragraph 5.b of resolution AG/RES. 1931 (XXXIII-O/03)]
The Committee considered and approved, with some final changes, the draft agenda contained in document CP/CAJP-2101/03 rev. 2.
The Chair announced that he would present a report to Permanent Council on preparations for that meeting to enable the Council to convene it by means of the corresponding resolution.  The report of the CAJP Chair on that topic was classified as document CP/CAJP-2119/04.
3.
Report of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs in fulfillment of resolution AG/RES. 1921 (XXXIII-O/03), “Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law.”   Document CP/CAJP-2110/03
Dr. Jean Michel Arrighi, Director of the Department of International Law, made a presentation in which he drew attention to the most outstanding aspects of the work in that area of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, including its Department of International Law and its Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms.

They also asked the Chair to indicate in the report to be presented to the Permanent Council how important it was for the member states--and to the image of the Organization--to benefit, inter alia, from the publications issued on that topic, the maintenance of a legal information system on the Internet, the Workshops on International Law, and, especially, the Course on International Law of the Inter-American Juridical Committee. 

4.
Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-V)

Given the fact that some delegations wished to have more time to make comments and recommendations on the Draft Agenda of REMJA-V (CP/CAJP-2103/03), the Committee decided to extend the deadline for doing so until January 22, 2004.  Accordingly, the meeting decided to include the item on the order of business of the Committee’s next meeting.

5.
Date and agenda of the CAJP meeting to address the topics in resolutions AG/RES. 1944 (XXXIII-O/03), “Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law,” and AG/RES. 1929 (XXXIII-O/03), “Promotion of the International Criminal Court”
The Committee decided to postpone its consideration of that topic until such time as the Technical Secretariat presented the English, French, and Portuguese versions of document CP/CAJP-2115/04, which contained a proposed agenda for the Special Meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs on the topics addressed in resolutions AG/RES. 1944 and AG/RES. 1929 (XXXIII-O/03).
In that connection, the Chair reported that the deadline suggested for member states to present their comments on the proposed agenda was January 30, 2004. 
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
