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Summary of the meeting of January 22, 2004

(Order of business: CP/CAJP-2117/03)

1.
Notice of Convocation and Draft Agenda for the “Meeting of Government Experts on Best Practices and National Experiences in Adopting Antiterrorism Measures, from the Human Rights Perspective,” to be held on February 12 and 13, 2004 at OAS headquarters [operative paragraph 5.b of resolution AG/RES. 1931 (XXXIII-O/03)]

The Chair referred to the resolution adopted by the Permanent Council on January 27, 2004, convening the Meeting of Government Experts [CP/RES. 857 (1395/04)].


With regard to this topic, the Secretariat distributed a note to delegations from the Chair of the Committee, in which he asks them to provide the names of the government experts who will be taking part in the meeting (CP/CAJP-2120/04). 


Some delegations suggested that, prior to the start of the Meeting of Experts, participants be given an opportunity to designate those who will introduce the topics of panels 1 to 3.  The Chair insisted, in response to this suggestion, that the meeting must stick to a format that allows open dialogue among the experts and that the function of the panelists would only be to provide a brief introduction to the topics their panel would address.


The Committee decided to discuss the topic of preparations for this event at future meetings.

2.
Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-V).


Considering that so far no member state had formally submitted to the Committee its comments and recommendations regarding the draft agenda for REMJA V (CP/CAJP-2103/03), it was decided to set a new deadline for them of January 29, by which time hopefully discussion of this topic would be completed.

3.
Working Group to prepare a proposed Inter-American Program for the Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, based on the draft presented by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights: document CP/CAJP-2038/03 (AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03), “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families”

In order to allow time for the necessary consultations, the Committee decided to postpone until January 29 the election of the Chair of the Working Group and, therefore, the date on which its work would begin.
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
