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�.	REMJA IV recommended that a meeting of central authorities and other experts on mutual legal assistance in criminal matters be convened to promote the preparation of proposals for the plan of action and requested that REMJA V be informed on the matter.  The meeting was held from April 30 to May 2, 2003, in Ottawa, Canada.  At the meeting, a number of recommendations were adopted (document PENAL/doc. 1/03) pursuant to REMJA IV mandates.  These recommendations refer to specific aspects of mutual legal assistance in criminal matters and to future complementary developments to strengthen hemispheric legal cooperation in areas such as extradition and to further the definition of the hemispheric plan of action.  The technical meeting charged its chair (the delegation of Canada) with presenting the report on the matter in the REMJA V framework.





�.	In keeping with the recommendations of REMJA IV, the Group of Government Experts on Cybercrime was reconvened and met on June 23 and 24, 2003, at the headquarters of the OAS, in Washington, D.C.  The meeting issued a series of recommendations in this area (document GE/REMJA/doc.89/03) and entrusted its chair (the delegation of the United States of America) with presenting the corresponding report in the REMJA V framework.


�.	In keeping with the REMJA IV recommendations, the First Meeting of Officials Responsible for the Penitentiary and Prison Policies of the OAS Member States was held on October 16 and 17, 2003, at OAS headquarters, in Washington, D. C.  The meeting issued a series of recommendations in this area (document GAPECA/doc.4/03) and entrusted its chair (the delegation of Panama) with presenting the corresponding report in the REMJA V framework.





�.	This point refers to the report which the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) is to present to the REMJA according to its Statute.  The Center’s report is also to cover efforts undertaken in connection with the registry of alternative conflict resolution mechanisms at the inter-American level, pursuant to the task entrusted to it by REMJA IV.
