I. Background

The International Planned Parenthood Federation, Western Hemisphere Region (IPPF/WHR) was founded on February 17, 1955, in New York for the purpose of establishing a local and regional network of organizations to work for the rights of women, men, and youth and for sexual and reproductive health in Latin America and the Caribbean.

IPPF/WHR is an independent, non-profit, nongovernmental organization active in developing and promoting change in the environment, promoting and protecting human rights, and providing information on reproductive and sexual health, including family planning, in order to contribute to the sound development of the population.  IPPF/WHR executes special programs in the following areas: youth, HIV/AIDS, gender-based violence, quality of health care, and gender-based rights in reproductive and sexual health. 

IPPF/WHR works through a network of 45 associations in the United States, Latin America, and the Caribbean, and with governments and other organizations, which provide health care to 10 million people through 40,000 delivery points.  Each member association is a private, autonomous organization that dispenses family planning and other health services in accordance with the country’s local needs, customs, and law.

III. Primary areas of activity and their relationship to OAS activities

The objective of IPPF/WHR is to promote and provide information in the area of sexual and reproductive health, including family planning.  It focuses on:

· Providing support and technical assistance to organizations in the Hemisphere that are involved in the design and implementation of sexual health and reproductive services; 

· Developing initiatives and providing assistance to organizations in incorporating a gender perspective into the sexual and reproductive health area;

· Increasing access to reproductive and sexual health, including family planning, for the most disadvantaged groups;

· Protecting human rights with regard to free choice in sexual and reproductive matters; and 

· Strengthening institutional capacity, the quality of services, the handling of information, and the sustainability of affiliated organizations through technical assistance programs.

IV. Contributions by IPPF/WHR that could be of interest to the OAS

IPPF/WHR considers that its participation in OAS activities can contribute to the regional development of sexual and reproductive health and to the protection of human rights, specifically through the: 

· Development of new projects aimed at preventing gender-based violence in Latin America;
· Promotion of information campaigns on HIV/AIDS awareness and prevention;

· Promotion of educational programs for young people that focus on responsible sexual and reproductive behavior, by means of conferences and seminars in educational institutions;
· Development of emergency contraception programs within the countries’ existing sexual and reproductive health services; and

· Dissemination of successful strategies and lessons learned to promote emergency contraception in a timely and appropriate manner. 

V. OAS work areas to which the IPPF/WHR can provide support

IPPF/WHR offers its assistance in incorporating a rights and a gender perspective into all aspects of the cooperation programs fostered by the OAS, promoting a culture of evaluation and results-based management, and promoting adult and youth client participation in health program design.

Likewise, IPPF/WHR offers its experience and know-how in an array of priority areas related to sexual and reproductive health and on aspects of institution-building, which have an impact on all programs.  It does so primarily in the following areas:

· Support for the programs of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) concerning gender equality, human rights protection and awareness, and sexual and reproductive health; 

· Support for health programs, in particular regarding sexual reproduction and sexually-transmitted diseases, like HIV/AIDS; and 

· Support for civic participation in the design of policies to achieve high-quality reproductive health.
