Installation and Adoption in the Hemisphere of the Information Exchange Network for Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters – Under item 4 of the draft agenda, rev. 1.  This is a project that the OAS developed with the Government of Canada.  This topic would be considered further to the Report of the Meeting of Central Authorities and Other Experts on Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters, held in Ottawa in May 2003.

3.
Declaration on Security in the Americas – As a new item on the Draft Agenda.  REMJA is mentioned in the Declaration.  Mexico is willing to make a presentation on the matter.
