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Summary of the meeting held on February 27, 2004

(Order of business:  CP/CAJP-2128/04 rev.1)

1.
Consideration of the date and agenda for the CAJP meeting to discuss the topics of resolutions AG/RES. 1944 (XXXIII-O/03), “Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law” and AG/RES. 1929 (XXXIII-O/03), “Promotion of the International Criminal Court”

For the purpose of this item on the order of business, the delegations had an opportunity to consider document CP/CAJP-2115/04 rev. 1 corr. 1.
In that connection, the Committee decided:

· To publish the annotated agenda for the special meeting, prepared by the Technical Secretariat for Legal Cooperation Mechanisms of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs of the OAS General Secretariat, with the amendments suggested at this meeting by some delegations (CP/CAJP-2115/04 rev. 2)

· To include, in a separate document, the agenda and schedule for the meeting.  In respect of this document, the delegations expressed their agreement with general aspects, but made some comments and recommendations, in particular, regarding the length of the meeting and the geographic representation of the guests to speak on the different topics.

In order to streamline the preparatory work for the special meeting, the Committee entrusted its Chair with the task of reviewing, finalizing, and publishing the agenda and schedule for the special meeting (CP/CAJP-2115/04 add. 1).

The Committee set March 25, 2004, as the date for the special meeting to be held to consider the topics of resolutions AG/RES. 1944 and AG/RES. 1929 (XXXIII-O/03).

2.
Preparatory work for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-V)

In view of the number of topics thus far suggested for inclusion on the draft agenda for REMJA-V (CP/CAJP-2103/03 rev. 1), the Committee decided to entrust to an informal group of the Committee the task of revising and finalizing the aforementioned draft agenda, taking into account all comments and recommendations received.

Minister
 María Clara Isaza of the Permanent Mission of Colombia was assigned the task of coordinating the work leading to presentation of the new text of the agenda to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs for its approval.

3.
International Program of Cooperation to Prevent and Remedy Cases of International Abduction of Minors by One of Their Parents [AG/RES. 1958 (XXXIII-O/03)]

On February 18, 2004, the Permanent Council of the Organization forwarded to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs for its consideration document CP/doc.3823/04, containing the Inter-American Program of Cooperation to Prevent and Remedy Cases of International Abduction of Minors by One of Their Parents, presented by the Inter-American Children’s Institute.

The delegations approved the content of the said program, with an amendment of form.  The Inter-American Children’s Institute had been consulted in this connection and did not object to the change proposed by this Committee.

The Program, as amended, was published with the classification CP/CAJP-2132/04.

Preliminary report of the Rapporteur of the Meeting of Government Experts on Best Practices and National Experiences in Adopting Anti-terrorism Measures, from the Human Rights Perspective, held on February 12 and 13, 2004 [operative paragraph 5.b of resolution AG/RES. 1931 (XXXIII-O/03)]
In view of the requests of two delegations to extend until March 6, 2004, the deadline for forwarding their comments on the topics of the panels of the Meeting of Government Experts, the Committee decided to postpone its consideration of the report on this meeting.

5.
Working Group to Prepare the Proposed Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants
, based on the draft presented by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, document CP/CAJP-2038/03 [AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03), “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families”]

The Committee elected by acclamation the following officers of this new working group:

· Counselor Eduardo Acevedo Díaz, Alternative Representative of Argentina, was elected Chair.  The nomination was made by the delegation of Mexico on behalf of the ALADI 
group, and seconded by the Permanent Mission of Canada.

· Ambassador Juan León Alvarado, Alternate Representative and officer in charge of the Permanent Mission of Guatemala, was elected Vice Chair.  The nomination was made by the delegation of Guatemala and seconded by the Permanent Mission of El Salvador.

The delegation of El Salvador requested to place on record its interest in leading the work of this working group subsequent to the holding of the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly.
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
