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The Permanent Council held a special meeting, convened at the request of the Permanent Mission of Peru, to consider efforts made by the government of that country to strengthen its democratic institutional framework (CP/INF. 4939/04).
In his presentation, Ambassador Eduardo Ferrero Costa, Permanent Representative of Peru, referred to the complex situation in his country, which he characterized as “a political crisis,” with the “serious possibility of democratic instability.”  At another point in his presentation, he referred to the consultation process begun by his government to ensure the stability of democratic institutions.

The delegations of Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Costa Rica, Chile, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala (on behalf of GRUCA), Haiti, Honduras, Mexico (on behalf of ALADI), Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela took the floor to express their full support and backing for the constitutional Government of Peru.

In addition, the delegation of Brazil read a press release from the Rio Group in support of the President of Peru, and the delegation of Barbados read a statement from CARICOM regarding the situation in Peru, both documents dated February 12, 2004.
The Council then considered the draft resolution “Support for the Constitutional Government of the Republic of Peru,” presented by the delegation of that country (CP/doc.3829/04), which was approved as amended.  That resolution was classified as CP/RES. 860 (1398/04).
