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· Agreement between the Government of Colombia and the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States on Monitoring the Peace Process in Colombia (CP/INF.4934/04)
The Council considered the information provided by the Secretary General, Dr. César Gaviria, on the request made by President Álvaro Uribe Vélez that the Organization of American States support Colombia by ensuring verification and providing advice during that country’s demobilization and reintegration processes.

Ambassador Horacio Serpa, Permanent Representative of Colombia, referred to the importance of the agreement signed between his Government and the General Secretariat for the purpose and the need of an OAS presence to contribute to restoring the security, tranquility, and welfare of the Colombian people.

The Council agreed to meet again on Friday, February 6, at 10:00 a.m. to discuss a draft resolution which will provide the appropriate framework for the OAS participation in the peace process. 

· OAS electoral Observation Mission in Grenada 

The Chief of Mission of the OAS Electoral Mission in Grenada, Ambassador Corinne McKnight, presented a preliminary oral report on the general elections held on November 27, 2003. The Council thanked Ambassador McKnight for her presentation and took note of the report and of the comments made by Ambassador Denis Antoine, Permanent Representative of Grenada and by the Secretary General, Dr. Cesar Gaviria.

· Report of the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs granting the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg the status of Permanent Observer to the Organization

The Permanent Council considered the report presented by Ambassador Juan Manuel Castulovich, Permanent Representative of Panama and Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CP/CAJP-2123/04).  It then adopted resolution CP/RES. 858 (1396/04), in which it granted the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg the status of Permanent Observer to the Organization of American States.

· Fourth Regular Meeting of CICTE

Ambassador Juan Enrique Fischer, Permanent Representative of Uruguay, informed the Council on the achievements of the Fourth Regular Meeting of CICTE, held in Montevideo on January 28-30, 2004. He stressed in particular, the consensus achieved enabling the adoption of the Declaration of Montevideo, CICTE’s proposed amendments of the statutes, and the election of Uruguay for the Chairmanship of CICTE.

Ambassador Fischer praised the outgoing President of CICTE, and in particular, Ambassador Margarita Escobar, Permanent Representative of El Salvador, for the outstanding performance in the period preceding the Fourth Regular Meeting.

Finally, he indicated that the President of CICTE would present the Final Report of the meeting to the Council in March.

· Administrative Tribunal (TRIBAD) (CP/doc. 3818/03 and CP/doc.3818/03)

The Council elected Dr. José Antonio Arze Aguirre (Bolivia) by acclamation as a new member of the Administrative Tribunal, following the resignation on November 24, 2003 of Dr. Franz Álvaro Vega Noya (Bolivia).
· Committee on the Leo S. Rowe Pan-American Fund 

The Delegation of Guatemala was appointed Representative of the Permanent Council on the Leo S. Rowe Fund Committee

· Referral of report

The Annual Report of the Administrative Tribunal (CP/doc.3822/04), was referred to the General Committee for study.

· Other matters

The Delegation of Mexico informed the Council that on February 3, 2004, its government issued a press release calling on all sectors of Haitian society to contribute to consolidating Haiti’s democratic institutions in keeping with its constitution and with the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

The Delegation of Costa Rica informed that from January 20 to 22, 2004, its country had hosted a Workshop on the Inter-American Convention against Terrorism and other Universal Legal Instruments. The workshop was jointly organized by the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) of the Organization of American States (OAS), and the United Nations Latin American Institute for the Prevention of Crime and the Treatment of Offenders (ILANUD), with the cooperation of the International Monetary Fund (IMF).
