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The Permanent Mission of the Republic of Bolivia wishes to advise that, on instructions from its government, it requested that a special meeting be held on April 21, 2004, based on two of the essential purposes of the Organization of American States as stated in its Charter: To prevent possible causes of difficulties and to ensure the pacific settlement of disputes that may arise among the member states; and to seek the solution of political, juridical, and economic problems that may arise among them.


In that context, the Government of the Republic of Bolivia wishes to underscore that the events occurring over the last 10 days in the Port of Arica, Chile have placed the country in a critical situation, caused major financial loss to Bolivian trade—both imports and exports, and yet again made evident Bolivia’s particularly dependent situation stemming from the landlocked status imposed upon it.


In view of the fact that the situation that led the Government of Bolivia to request convocation of a special meeting of the OAS Permanent Council has now been resolved, the Permanent Mission of Bolivia has requested cancellation of that convocation.


The Permanent Mission of Bolivia avails itself of the occasion to thank the Chair of the Permanent Council, the permanent missions, and the permanent observer missions for their demonstrations of solidarity and friendship during this process.
