REPORT OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL IN PURSUANCE OF RESOLUTION
AG/RES. 1972 (XXXIII-O/03), “INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION AGAINST
THE ILLICIT MANUFACTURING OF AND TRAFFICKING IN FIREARMS,
AMMUNITION, EXPLOSIVES, AND OTHER RELATED MATERIALS”


The Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials was adopted in Washington, D.C., headquarters of the Organization of American States, on November 14, 1997, at the twenty-fourth special session of the OAS General Assembly.  Under resolution AG/RES. 1874 (XXXII-O/02), the Secretary General was asked to present a report on the status of signatures and ratifications of the Convention to the General Assembly at its thirty-third regular session.


To date (February 29, 2004) 33 states have signed the Convention and 22 states have deposited their respective instruments of ratification.  The Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials entered into force on July 1, 1998, 30 days after the deposit of the second instrument of ratification.  Argentina entered a reservation at the time of deposit of the instrument of ratification.


Attached is the table of signatures and ratifications of that Convention.
