REPORT OF THE SECRETARY GENERAL ON IMPLEMENTATION OF RESOLUTION AG/RES. 1967 (XXXIII-O/03), “TRANSPARENCY AND CONFIDENCE- AND SECURITY-BUILDING IN THE AMERICAS”

The Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions was adopted in Guatemala City on June 7, 1999, at the twenty-ninth regular session of the OAS General Assembly.  To date (April 22, 2004), 20 states have signed the Convention and 8 have deposited their respective instruments of ratification or accession.  The Convention entered into force on the 30th day following the date of deposit of the sixth instrument of ratification by a member state of the Organization of American States, that is, on November 21, 2002.

Under resolution AG/RES. 1967 (XXXIII-O/03), the Secretary General was asked to present a report to the Permanent Council, prior to the thirty-third regular session of the General Assembly, on the status of signatures, ratifications, and accessions to the Convention.
