The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship, Vice Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship, presents its compliments to the Honorable Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Ecuador.  This Ministry is concerned over reports, circulated by various media outlets, that Mr. Lucio Gutiérrez, President of the Republic of Ecuador, had stated, during his recent visit to the Republic of Chile, that the topic of Bolivian maritime access would not be considered at the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS), to be held in Quito from June 6 to 8, 2004.

This Ministry wishes to point out that the solution of the maritime problem of Bolivia is of “continuing hemispheric interest” on the OAS agenda, as provided in resolution AG/RES. 426 (IX-O/79).

In that light, this Ministry expresses its concern over the aforementioned statements, which are inconsistent with the multilateral nature of the Bolivian demand, recognized in the OAS resolution.  Consequently, this Ministry kindly requests the Honorable Government of Ecuador to take due note of these considerations.
