Context and Objective of the Special Meeting

The Special Meeting of the Working Group is designed to provide information and suggestions to assist in the drafting of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants pursuant to the Plan of Action of the Third Summit of the Americas, held in Quebec City, Canada and to the mandate of General Assembly contained in resolution AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03).

The panelists and main speakers will pursue two objectives:
a. The first objective is to provide background and information on current programs for the protection of the human rights of migrants, including migrant workers and their families, and to convey as wide a range as possible of experiences in this field.

b. The second objective is to pinpoint overall objectives and the specific activities needed to achieve them, along with the best practices that could be of use to the Working Group drafting the Program.  For organizational purposes, these objectives and activities are divided into three general categories, which are, in turn, subdivided into activities for the promotion and protection of the human rights of migrants: i) objectives and specific activity suggestions for the OAS; ii) objectives and specific activity suggestions for the member states; iii) objectives and specific activity suggestions requiring the collaboration and cooperation of international agencies and/or civil society organizations.
With these goals in mind, panelists will be encouraged to submit their presentations in writing and in good time so as to facilitate dialogue with the states during the meeting.  It will also be suggested that they address specific areas of importance identified by member states at the preparatory meeting on April 23, 2004, including the following:  remittances, trafficking of persons, detention of migrants by private individuals, labor rights, due process guarantees, rights of indigenous groups, racism, and suffrage, among others.
