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DRAFT RESOLUTION

STRENGTHENING OF DEMOCRACY IN HAITI
(Presented by the Delegation of Haiti)

THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,


CONSIDERING that the Charter of the Organization of American States establishes, in keeping with the Charter of the United Nations, eight essential purposes of the Organization, including the maintenance of peace and security in the Hemisphere and the promotion and consolidation of representative democracy;


CONSIDERING ALSO that the Inter-American Democratic Charter stipulates that the effective exercise of representative democracy is the basis for the rule of law and of the constitutional regimes of the member states of the Organization of American States, and that representative democracy is strengthened and deepened by permanent, ethical, and responsible participation of the citizenry within a legal framework conforming to the respective constitutional order;

RECALLING its resolutions and those of the General Assembly on the situation in Haiti;


TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the resignation of the former President of Haiti and the establishment of a transitional Government in the spirit of the Constitution of Haiti and with the support of the international community;


BEARING IN MIND its resolution CP/RES. 862 (1401/04), which called upon the United Nations Security Council to take the necessary and appropriate urgent measures, as established in the Charter of  the United Nations, to address the crisis in Haiti;


BEARING IN MIND ALSO United Nations Security Council resolution 1529, which called on member states to support the constitutional succession and political process under way in Haiti and authorized the deployment of a Multinational Interim Force, as well its resolution 1542, which established the United Nations Stabilization Mission in Haiti;  


EXPRESSING its support for the work of the OAS Special Mission for Strengthening Democracy in Haiti, in particular the revitalization of democratic institutions in the areas of security, justice, human rights, and democratic governance;


ACKNOWLEDGING the importance of cooperation and coordination among the Organization of American States, the United Nations, and the Caribbean Community (CARICOM) with a view to strengthening democracy in Haiti; 


CONCERNED by the information contained in the Report of the Secretary General on OAS Activities Involving Haiti from March 11 to May 13, 2004, to the effect that “[a]lthough politically motivated violence has seen an overall decrease, incidents of apparent settlement of scores between armed groups are yet to be properly investigated”; 


CONCERNED ALSO by the violence carried out by individuals and groups acting on behalf of legally constituted authorities, giving rise to human rights violations; and


SEEKING to promote the socioeconomic recovery of the Haitian people in a peaceful and stable political environment,

RESOLVES:

1. To request the transitional Government to continue to create conditions conducive to the organization as soon as possible of free, honest, and democratic elections and to step up the process of normalization of democratic institutions in Haiti, in keeping with the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

2. To congratulate the people of Haiti on their observance of the principles of the Constitution, as expressed through the designation of the President of the Supreme Court as President of the Republic.
3. To request the OAS Special Mission for Strengthening Democracy in Haiti to assist the transitional Government, in light of Articles 23 and 24 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, in preparing and organizing elections, in cooperation with the United Nations Stabilization Mission in Haiti (MINUSTAH).

4. To call on the international community and international financial institutions to support the strengthening of democracy in Haiti by funding economic and social programs and complying with other prior commitments.

5. To reiterate its support for United Nations actions and programs under United Nations Security Council resolutions 1529 and 1542 and to encourage all member states to respond generously to the request made therein for assistance to Haiti.

6. To urge member states to contribute, within their possibilities, personnel to the United Nations peacekeeping operation.
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To request the Secretary General to monitor closely the situation in Haiti and to support the transitional Government.

8. To request the Secretary General to transmit this resolution to the Secretary-General of the United Nations. 
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
