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· Follow-up and development of the Inter-American Democratic Charter

The Permanent Council began its consideration of the topic “Follow-up and development of the Inter-American Democratic Charter” pursuant to the mandates contained in operative paragraphs 2 and 4 of resolution AG/RES. 1957 (XXXIII-O/03).  The delegations of Chile, Grenada, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, the United States, and Uruguay took the floor in that regard.  The Council decided to include that item on the order of business for its next meeting to allow those member states that saw fit to do so to report on their progress in promoting, publicizing, and implementing the Inter-American Democratic Charter.  Written presentations were to be forwarded to the General Secretariat prior to April 26 to enable it to compile the material transmitted by delegations into a single document, to be considered at the meeting of May 5, 2004.  The Council also decided that delegations should move forward in preparing the draft resolution on the topic, which would be submitted to the General Assembly. 

· Invitations to the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly

The Permanent Council considered the note from the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela requesting that the Latin American and Caribbean Organization of Supreme Audit Institutions (OLACEFS) and the Ibero-American Federation of Ombudsmen (FIO) be invited to attend the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly (CP/doc.3872/04).  The Council decided to transmit that request, in accordance with Article 10 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. 

· Report of the General Secretariat on invitations to the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly that require authorization from the Permanent Council
The Permanent Council took note of the aforementioned General Secretariat report (CP/doc.3863/04) and adopted resolution CP/RES. 863 (1410/04), authorizing the Secretary General of the Organization to invite international entities and agencies pursuant to Article 9 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. 
· Referral of reports
The Council decided to refer to the Committee on Hemispheric Security the Report of the General Secretariat on the Implementation of Resolutions AG/RES. 1936 (XXXIII-O/03), “The Americas as an Antipersonnel-Land-Mine-Free Zone”; AG/RES. 1934 (XXXIII-O/03), “Support for the Program of Integral Action against Antipersonnel Mines in Central America”; and AG/RES. 1935 (XXXIII-O/03), “Support for Action against Mines in Peru and Ecuador” (CP/doc.3864/04).

It also decided to refer to the General Committee the Quarterly Report of the General Secretariat on the Activities of the Unit for the Promotion of Democracy (Fourth quarter of 2003) and the Report of the Secretary General on Cooperation between the OAS General Secretariat and the Secretariats of the United Nations, the Caribbean Community, and the Central American Integration System for the Period from March 2003 to March 2004 (CP/doc.3868/04 corr. 1).
