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· Adoption of the order of business

When the Chair presented this meeting’s order of business, CP/OD-1419/04, for approval, some delegations requested that item 1.c, pertaining to the referral to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of the document “Request by the Government of the Republic of China (Taiwan) to Be Granted the Status of Permanent Observer to the Organization” (CP/doc. 3887/04), be removed from the agenda.  Other delegations opposed this request.  After an extensive discussion, the Council decided to adopt the order of business after deleting the aforementioned item, on the understanding that the Council Chair would consult all the regional groups and all interested delegations on the matter.

· Report of the ninth regular meeting of CIDI to the General Assembly 

Ambassador Salvador Rodezno Fuentes, Permanent Representative of Honduras and Chair of the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI, presented the report of the ninth regular meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), which was held on May 4, 2004 (CP/doc.3889/04).  He underscored the importance of some of the topics examined and reported on the draft resolutions which, by way of the Permanent Council, were recommended for presentation to the General Assembly at its thirty-fourth regular session (CP/doc.3890/04).

In his presentation, the Chair of CEPCIDI reported that Ambassador Izben C. Williams, Permanent Representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis, had been elected Vice Chair of the Committee, and that Belize, Grenada, Honduras, Mexico, and the United States had been reelected to membership on the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development. 

He also noted that, since the Director General of the IACD, Mr. Ronald Scheman, would conclude his work in that post in May 2004, CIDI was expressing its recognition of his efforts at the helm of the Agency.

The Council took note of the report and decided to transmit it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fourth regular session, together with the following draft resolutions, previously approved by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development:

The Permanent Council took note of the information provided by Ambassador Jorge Valero, Permanent Representative of Venezuela, on the presence of dozens of foreign paramilitaries in Venezuelan territory (CP/INF. 4993/04).  The Permanent Representatives of Colombia and the United States took the floor to speak on this matter.

· Report of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs – 2002-2003

The Council considered the report on the activities of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs during the 2003-2004 term (CP/CAAP-2705/04), presented by Ambassador Ellsworth John, Permanent Representative of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and Chair of the Committee.  It was decided to transmit the report to the General Assembly at its thirty-fourth regular session, as an appendix to the Annual Report of the Permanent Council.

Also considered was the draft resolution “Appointment of Women to Senior Management Positions at the OAS” (CP/CAAP-2704/04 rev. 1), which the Council decided to approve and transmit to the General Assembly.

· Note from the Inter-American Children's Institute transmitting the draft agenda and draft rules of procedure of the Nineteenth Pan American Child Congress

Under the provisions of Article 123 of the Charter of the Organization, and for the purposes of any observations deemed pertinent, it was decided to transmit to the delegations the Draft Agenda and Draft Rules of Procedure for the Nineteenth Pan American Child Congress (CP/doc.3861/04 corr. 1).
· Register of civil society organizations

The Permanent Council considered and approved the application by the Andean Commission of Jurists to participate in OAS activities. The Permanent Council also instructed the General Secretariat to proceed to enter the organization in the register. 

The delegations of Canada and the United States requested that the application submitted by the Fundación Eugenio de Mendoza be placed before the Permanent Council again for consideration, since the decision thereon had been postponed until a later meeting.
