The Council decided to postpone consideration of the draft resolution “Consolidation of the Regime Established in the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco)” until its next meeting, scheduled for the following day.
The Council then considered the document “Study and Recommendations on the Modernization and Changes Needed to Provide the OAS with Technical, Advisory, and Educational Expertise on Defense and Security Issues in Support of the Ongoing Examination of the Institutions of the Inter-American System Related to Hemispheric Security” (CP/CSH-643/04), and decided to endorse the recommendations contained therein.

Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter” (CP/doc.3899/04).

The Council decided to approve the report and to forward it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fourth regular session.
The Council also decided to approve the draft resolution attached to the report, with the amendments suggested, and to present it the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fourth regular session.

· Report on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1932 (XXXIII-O/03), “Access to Public Information:  Strengthening Democracy” (CP/doc.3900/04)

The Permanent Council considered  the “Report of the Chair of the Permanent Council on the Implementation of Resolution AG/RES. 1932 (XXXIII-O/03), ‘Access to Public Information:  Strengthening Democracy’ ” (CP/doc.3900/04).
The Council decided to approve the report and to forward it to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fourth regular session.  It was decided to consider the corresponding draft resolution at a later meeting of the Council.

· Annual Report of the Permanent Council to the General Assembly

The Permanent Council took note of the provisional version of its Annual Report, prepared by the Chair of the Permanent Council, and decided to transmit the final version of the Annual Report to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-fourth regular session, pursuant to Article 40 the Council Statutes.  The Chair of the Council, Ambassador Miguel Ruiz Cabañas, was to present the final version to the plenary General Assembly on Tuesday, June 8, 2004.

�.	This draft resolution is presented to the General Assembly with the document “Recommendations for a Comprehensive Inter-American Cybersecurity Strategy: A Multidimensional and Multidisciplinary Approach to Creating a Culture of Cybersecurity” (CP/CSH-625/04 rev.3).


�.	The delegation of Mexico requested that its disagreement with inclusion of the paragraph pertaining to the declaration of the Fifth Conference of Ministers of Defense of the Americas be placed on record. 


�.	This draft resolution was approved with a footnote requested by the delegation of the United States and the corresponding statement attached to the resolution.  For their part, the delegations of Canada and Mexico requested that their statements with regard to this procedure be placed on record.


�.	The delegations of Canada, Honduras, and Paraguay requested to be included as co-sponsors of the draft resolution.
