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· Draft resolutions of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs
The Council approved the following draft resolutions, which would be submitted to the General Assembly: 

· Promotion of the International Criminal Court
 (CP/CAJP-2169/04 rev. 2)
· Internally Displaced Persons (CP/CAJP-2161/04 rev. 3)
· Protecting Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms While Countering Terrorism (CP/CAJP-2154/04 rev. 2)
However, it decided to continue consultations regarding the draft resolution “Protection of Asylum Seekers, Refugees, Returnees, and Stateless Persons in the Americas” (CP/CAJP-2180/04 rev. 3).

At the request of the delegation of Brazil, the Council reconsidered the draft resolution “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families” (CP/CAJP-2158/04 rev. 3 corr. 1) and approved an amendment proposed by that delegation.
The Permanent Council decided to recommend that the seventh preambular paragraph of the draft resolution “Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law”
 (CP/CAJP-2165/04 rev. 2) be considered by the General Committee of the General Assembly.
· Other draft resolutions pending consideration:
The Council decided to recommend that operative paragraph 7.b, which appeared in brackets, of the draft resolution “Access to Public Information: Strengthening Democracy (CP/CG-1588/04 rev. 3) be considered by the General Committee of the General Assembly.
Moreover, it approved the draft resolution “Fighting Transnational Organized Crime in the Hemisphere”
 (CP/CG/1589/04 rev. 2) and decided to submit said resolution to the General Assembly for consideration.
The Council also reconsidered the draft resolution “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Reports of the Organs, Agencies, and Entities of the Organization” (CP/CG-1591/04 rev. 1 corr. 1), which had been approved at the May 14 meeting, in order to make reference to the Inter-American Indian Institute, the Pan-American Institute of Geography and History, and the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism.
· Other business
At the request of various delegations, a meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs was convened for the next day to consider the request by the Government of the People’s Republic of China to be granted the status of permanent observer to the Organization, as well as other pending matters.
