The Project in Hemispheric Cooperation and Scientific and Technological Policy Development and the Science, Technology and Innovation for Hemispheric Competitiveness are the components of the mentioned Program.

During this period, the Office of Science and Technology continued with the implementation of this Project organizing the Workshop on the Consolidation of Hemispheric Policies in Science and Technology, the Project’s fifth component, and a Preparatory Meeting for the First Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology within the Framework of CIDI. This fund partially financed the participation of experts that attended these meetings, as well as coordination and organization costs. In addition, costs of activities from previous workshops were reimbursed. 

The Workshop on the Consolidation of Hemispheric Policies was held on April 14, 2004 in Washington, DC and the First Preparatory Meeting for the next ministerial in science and technology was held on June 23-24, 2004 also in Washington, DC. More information of both activities carried out within the preparatory stage for the ministerial meeting is provided in the following sections of this report.

Task 1.2 Science and Technology for Social Development                                 US $4,416.43

Results achieved: This fund partially financed the participation of some of the experts that attended the Workshop on Science and Technology for Social Development carried out in Kingston, Jamaica from March 3-5, 2004, coordinated by the Office of Science and Technology with the collaboration of the National Commission on Science and Technology (NCST) of Jamaica. Because the national counterpart institution, NCST, has not provided yet the financial report of this workshop, additional related expenses will be displayed on next financial statements of this fund.
Task 1.3 Regional Scientific and Technological Development

Results achieved: The reimbursement of travel expenses for an expert that attended the workshop on Scientific and Technological Development in the Americas held in Quito, Ecuador from December 10-12, 2003 was financed by this fund. This workshop was coordinated by the Office of Science and Technology in conjunction with the Fundación para la Ciencia y Tecnología (FUNDACYT) of Ecuador that brought together forty distinguished experts from ten Member States.

Task 1.4 Consolidation of Hemispheric Policies in Science and Technology   US$15,912.75
Costs of coordination and cooperation activities for the workshop Consolidation of Hemispheric Policies in Science and Technology, carried out in Washington DC on April 14, 2004, under the coordination of the Office of Science and Technology, were financed by this fund. In particular, travel expenses for experts that attended the workshop, as well as translation/interpretation and miscellaneous costs related to this event were covered by this fund.
During this workshop, the Official delegates to the COMCYT examined and discussed the document “Consolidation of Hemispheric Science and Technology Policy Proposals for the Americas,” presented by the Office of Science and Technology, providing the following conclusions and recommendations: to recognize the importance and richness of the material of the four workshops, and to recommend its publication and dissemination in the countries; to recognize the participatory and dynamic nature of the process carried out in the four workshops preceding this meeting; and to utilize the central themes and seventeen proposals derived from the four workshops summarized in the above document as key elements of a collaborative action plan.

On the basis of the parameter indicated, the delegates suggested that a policy document [and an action plan] be prepared for the First Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities in Science and Technology in the framework of CIDI, to be held in Lima, Peru, on November 11 and 12, 2004   (attached please find a copy of document CIDI/COMCYT/doc.6/04 rev 1).

Task 2.4 Horizontal Coop. in Cleaner Technologies and Renewable Energy    US$4,284.00        

Results achieved: This fund covered costs of translation and interpretation for the First Preparatory Meeting for the First Ministerial Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI.   This meeting was held in Washington DC on June 23-24, 2004 under the coordination of the Office of Science and Technology as part of the preparatory process for the ministerial meeting programmed for November 11 and 12, 2004 in Lima, Peru. 

As a result of the First Preparatory Meeting, the Declaration of Lima was drafted, the first deliberations to prepare the Lima Plan of Action took place, and hemispheric activities that will facilitate the follow-up and implementation of the Lima Plan of Action were discussed.  The Second Preparatory Meeting for the Ministerial is programmed for September 22-23, 2004.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE WORKSHOP TO CONSOLIDATE HEMISPHERIC POLICIES IN SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

[image: image2.wmf]The COMCYT delegates at the Workshop to Consolidate Hemispheric Policies in Science and Technology held on April 14, 2004, in Washington, D.C., examined and discussed the document “Consolidation of Hemispheric Science and Technology Policy Proposals for the Americas” presented by the OAS Office of Science and Technology, and arrived at the following conclusions and recommendations: 

· To recognize the importance and richness of the material of the four workshops, and to recommend its publication and dissemination in the countries.

· To recognize the participatory and dynamic nature of the process carried out in the four workshops preceding this meeting.
· To utilize the central themes and seventeen proposals derived from the four workshops summarized in the above document as key elements of a collaborative action plan.
On the basis of the parameters indicated, the delegates suggested that a policy document [and an action plan/roadmap] be prepared for the First Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities in Science and Technology in the CIDI framework, to be held in Lima, Peru, on November 11 and 12, 2004. This policy document [and action plan/roadmap] should bring together and organize its [their] ideas in the following way:

· Specify levels of action for the policies proposed: national; regional; international and multilateral organizations.
· Organize the proposals in three aspects: a) policy formulation; b) capacity-building through education, net-working and infrastructure development in scientific, technological, and engineering disciplines; and c) specific topics in areas of common interest.
· Relate the proposed policies and actions to the commitments in the Cartagena Declaration and Plan of Action to evaluate progress and propose new topics on the basis of the state of the art of science and technology in the strategic areas identified.

Because science, technology, engineering and innovation are the engines of economic and social progress, we reaffirm the need to incorporate and foster them in the countries’ development plans and strategies.
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
