Excellency:

I have the honor to address Your Excellency and to recall that on January 15, 2004, the Working Group to Prepare an Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and Their Families, was established within the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States (OAS) to fulfill the mandate issued in operative paragraph 5.a of General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1928 (XXXIII-O/03), “The Human Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families.”
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At its most recent regular session, in Quito, Ecuador, the General Assembly, in its resolution AG/RES. 2027 (XXXIV-O/04), instructed the Permanent Council to renew the mandate of the Working Group and to convene a special meeting of the Group during the third quarter of 2004.

At the meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs held on August 27, 2004, Counselor Eduardo Acevedo Díaz, Alternate Representative of Argentina, was reelected Chair of the Working Group by acclamation.

As Chair of the CAJP, I now request, through you, in your capacity as Chair, that the Permanent Council convene the special meeting of the Working Group mentioned in operative paragraph 7.b of resolution AG/RES. 2027 (XXXIV-O/04), to be held on September 30 and October 1, 2004.
