As you know, as part of the activities of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA), we conducted a study on racial discrimination against persons of African descent in Brazil, Colombia, the Dominican Republic, and Peru.  That study was concluded early this year, with the submission of the final report.  Likewise, resolution AG/RES. 2038 (XXXIV-O/04), adopted at the General Assembly session held in Quito, decided to schedule a special meeting at which there would be “an exchange of experience and best practices in the adoption of measures against racism and all forms of discrimination and intolerance.”


Pursuant to the aforementioned resolution, JSCA would like to participate in that meeting through its consultant Felipe González, who was in charge of the study on this topic.  It is my understanding that the meeting will take place on December 9, 2004, in Washington, D.C.  JSCA is prepared to send its consultant to the meeting as a participant, which will not cause us any inconvenience or interfere with the presentation of our annual report.
