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Excellency:

I have the honor of addressing Your Excellency and recalling that, as you know, on October 20, 1904, Bolivia signed a treaty with Chile as a consequence of the “War of the Pacific.”

As a result of the signature of that treaty, my country lost 120,000 square kilometers of territory and its access to its entire seacoast.

Because of the importance of the signature and ongoing effect of that treaty to my country, I would very much appreciate your kindly including on the agenda of the Permanent Council for Friday, October 22, 2004, the topic “Centennial of the signature of the 1904 treaty between Bolivia and Chile.”

Accept, Excellency, the renewed assurances of my highest consideration.
