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The Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela presents its compliments to the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of the Organization of American States and hereby presents a preliminary list of topics that its Government considers should be addressed during the Process of Reflection on the Inter-American System for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights, in order to identify the major challenges facing the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights in the Hemisphere, pursuant to operative paragraph 5 of resolution AG/RES. 2030 (XXXIV-O/04).


The list of topics is the following:

1. The role of the state as the entity reponsible for overseeing the system for personal liberty and for strengthening human rights, and as the guarantor and arbitrer of the commonweal in a democratic society;

2. Dialogue among states and the inter-American human rights organs, as the most suitable mechanism for addressing the observations and recommendations of states on the functioning of the system;

3. Evaluation of the structure, powers, and procedures of the organs of the inter-American human rights system, in accordance with the American Convention on Human Rights and their respective Statutes and Rules of Procedure;

4. Nature of the contributions to the organs of the system and their relationship with the serious problems of the Hemisphere, as part of the challenges of the millenium.


The Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela avails itself of this opportunity to reiterate to the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs the assurances of its highest consideration.
