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The Office of Information Technology Services (OITS) began planning and implementation of the information infrastructure that would underpin the data, voice and multimedia services and network integration that are the goal of this project. New Ethernet cabling infrastructure is being installed in the Administrative Building under a contract with Black Box, using Category 6 cable in order to support the new services. It will be completed by the end of the year. This is the same type of infrastructure used in the General Secretariat Building. OITS has purchased a new CISCO router and will be installed in a new data center located at the Administration Building. The basement room was being conditioned for its new role for server and network infrastructure to support the services of the Main and Administration buildings. A new email server and database server to support the applications have been purchased to add redundant functions for the Administration and Main buildings. In addition, state-of-the-art videoconference equipment was purchased for the Main Building.

The Office of Information Technology Services hired an experienced audiovisual consulting firm, Hoppmann Communications, to gather requirements to begin the design of the multimedia services (simultaneous interpreting, audio, video, broadcasting, data networks, control systems, etc.) that will revolve around the Simon Bolivar Conference Room and support areas. The project team has worked closely with the Architect to make sure that others services, like lighting, electrical power, acoustics and audio, etc., match up with the technology requirements for the conference room.
