STATEMENT BY THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS

Wednesday, October 20, 2004


On the 100th anniversary of the Treaty of Peace and Friendship between Chile and Bolivia, solemnly signed on October 20, 1904, the Government of Chile reaffirms the essential importance it places on its relations with the Republic of Bolivia and its firm decision to continue advancing on the path of progress.

Peace and cooperation between the two countries, based upon respect for international law, constantly guide the policies of Chile toward Bolivia.
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Chile reaffirms its intent to continue working to deepen the scope of understanding and cooperation in accordance with the progress to which the two nations aspire.  Likewise, Chile reaffirms its readiness to continue improving the regime of free transit that guarantees Bolivia the right of access from and to the sea, and expresses its conviction that integration is the way to promote the full development of their peoples.
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
