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INTRODUCTION
This document presents a proposal on the thematic areas into which the agenda for the meeting of experts “to share information and experiences and recommend concrete common policies”, with respect to the commitment that “In accordance with applicable national and international law, the States Parties shall deny safe haven to corrupt officials and to those who corrupt them, cooperate in their extradition, and deny the entry of the proceeds of corruption and attempt the recovery and return of such proceeds to their legitimate owners”, referred to by the “Declaration of Nuevo Leon”; the Conclusions and Recommendations of the REMJA V; the “Declaration of Quito on Social Development and Democracy, and the Impact of Corruption” (AG/DEC. 36 (XXXIV-O/04); Resolution AG/RES. 2034 (XXXIV-O/04); and the Declaration and the Plan of Action of Managua, adopted at the Meeting of the States Parties to the Inter-American Convention against Corruption, held on July 8 and 9, 2004, in Managua, Nicaragua.

DRAFT AGENDA
It is proposed that the meeting be divided into the following broad thematic areas:
I. BACKGROUND, DEVEOPMENTS AND CHALLENGES AT THE HEMISPHERIC LEVEL
In this section, the background of the issue will be presented, including, among others, the decisions adopted within the framework of the Summits of the Americas, the REMJA, the Meeting of States Parties to the Inter-American Convention against and the OAS General Assembly.  Similarly, this section would discuss the development up to the present and the challenges for continued advancement at the hemispheric level, with respect to the themes of the meeting.  For these purposes, this section would present the results of the analysis of the responses to the questionnaire.  It has been suggested that this questionnaire be sent to the States so that they may respond to it prior to the meeting, based on the proposal prepared in this regard by the General Secretariat of the OAS, through the Department of Legal Affairs and Services.   

II. INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENTS
This section would present the developments achieved with respect to the areas that were the subject of the meeting at the United Nations, through the Merida Convention, as well as within the ambit of other international and sub-regional entities. 

III. EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION AND EXPERIENCES BETWEEN THE MEMBER STATES OF THE OAS
It is proposed that this section will present concrete cases and experiences, both positive and negative, which Member States of the OAS have had or are having, in those specific areas addressed by the meeting, with special emphasis on the identification of the problems or difficulties which have arisen; the results that have been obtained; the lessons that have been learned; and the concrete recommendations that may be formulated based on all of these, in order to consolidate and strengthen hemispheric cooperation in these areas. 

IV. CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF RECOMMENDATIONS OF CONCRETE COMMON POLICIES
It is proposed that in this section, taking into account the information derived from the three previous thematic areas, among other information, “recommendations on concrete policies” be considered and adopted, with respect to each one of the specific subjects which are the subject of the meeting, in accordance with the mandate established in paragraph 9 of the Plan of Action of Managua and in concordance with Resolution AG/RES. 2034 (XXXIV-O/04).
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
