INTRODUCTION
For the purposes of facilitating the follow-up that the OAS Permanent Council considers appropriate,  in accordance with operative paragraph 6, c) of Resolution AG/RES. 2034 (XXXIV-O/04), this document identifies those paragraphs related to the development of specific actions or measures within the framework of this organ, from the “Plan of Action of Managua on Additional Concrete Measures to Increase Transparency and Combat Corruption within the Framework of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption” (EPCICOR/doc.04/04 rev.5), adopted by the Meeting of the States Parties to the Inter-American Convention against Corruption, held in Managua, Nicaragua, on July 8 and 9, 2004.
PARAGRAPHS FROM THE PLAN OF ACTION OF MANAGUA RELATED TO THE PERMANENT COUNCIL
“4. 
To begin a process of consultations, under the aegis of the OAS Permanent Council, to consider whether or not it is necessary to adopt an instrument that would facilitate the recovery of proceeds of corruption and their return to their legitimate owners, in accordance with Article XV of the Inter-American Convention against Corruption”.

“9.
In accordance with applicable national and international law, the States Parties shall deny safe haven to corrupt officials and to those who corrupt them, cooperate in their extradition, and deny the entry of the proceeds of corruption and attempt the recovery and return of such proceeds to their legitimate owners.  To this end they resolve to convene, in the second half of 2004, a meeting of experts to share information and experiences and to recommend shared concrete policies.  In this way, the States Parties shall assist compliance with the mandate of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or of Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-V)”.
      

“16.
To launch a consultation process, in the framework of the OAS Permanent Council, to consider the possibility of encouraging the multilateral financial agencies that are creditors of Inter-American Convention against Corruption States Parties to concede a percentage to be determined of those states’ annual public debt payments to fund programs described in the anticorruption agendas that promote ethical, moral, and civic values that support democracy”.

“24.
To recommend that the General Assembly of the OAS declare 2006 to be the “Inter-American Year of the Fight against Corruption.”

� The results and recommendations of the “concrete common policies” from the meeting of experts referred to in operative paragraph 9 of the Plan of Action of Managua, which has been transcribed below, could contribute to this process of consultations.  


� With respect to the meeting of experts referred to in this paragraph, a draft Permanent Council resolution has been prepared regarding the date of the meeting, an initial proposal for the agenda of the meeting and a draft questionnaire in order to facilitate the analysis and consideration of the developments and challenges to the consolidation of hemispheric cooperation in the specific themes that will be addressed in the meeting. 


� To begin this consultation process, it is suggested that representatives of organizations such as the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the World Bank, and the Inter-American Development Bank (IADB), be invited to make presentations and formulate ideas in this regard, within the framework of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs of the OAS.
