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The Permanent Mission of Bolivia to the Organization of American States presents its compliments to the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs and wishes to present for his information the following proposed topics for consideration by the CAJP during its process of reflection on human rights:

1. Exchange of documents of ratification by the member states of international human rights instruments.

2. Drafting of a program to encourage those states that have not ratified international human rights instruments that have been ratified by the other states.
3. Drafting of a public information policy on human rights, especially second- and third-generation rights.

4. Drafting of policies for the effective exercise of third-generation human rights.
5. Review, analysis, and comparison of lines of jurisprudence of the constitutional courts of the states in terms of human rights, so as to identify interpretive trends in the administration of justice.

The Permanent Mission of Bolivia to the Organization of American States avails itself of this opportunity to reiterate to the Chair of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs the assurances of its highest consideration.
