Presentation of the Work Plan 2004-2005 of the Committee 


The Committee approved the work plan for the period 2004-2005, presented by the Chair, contained in document (CP/CAAP-2708/04).
2.
Report on Costs of Conferences and Meetings – Updating of resolution CP/RES. 807 (1307/02) (CP/doc.3909/04)


The Committee took note of the presentation of the Director of the Office of Conferences and Meetings on the costs of conferences and meetings and requested him to update resolution CP/RES. 807 (1307/02) for consideration of the Committee at its next formal meeting.

Report on budgetary execution and transfers of funds between chapters of the Regular Fund, January 1 to June 30, 2004, and estimates for July 1 though December 2004 (CP/doc. 3912/04 rev. 1); Funding of meetings of the Permanent Council and its Committees and working groups (CP/doc.3937/04)


The Committee considered both documents at the same time since they were related. The Committee recalled the Council’s decision of September 7, 2004, to approve an advance of $186.000 to guarantee conference services until the end of September 2004 and to refer the matter for further study to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs.

The Committee expressed concern regarding the huge deficit that the Secretary General had informed delegations about at an informal meeting, and inquired how said deficit was going to be paid for and what other transfers would be needed for that purpose. 

The Secretariat then informed the Committee that the Secretary General had identified savings in Object 1 resulting from the reorganization of the General Secretariat initiated by Executive Order 04-1 (CP/INF.5067/04 dated September 15, 2004).  These savings totaled $348,373. 

The Committee then agreed that the Chair present a report to the Council informing on this matter that also contained further details on these savings.

The Committee also acknowledged that the funds identified would not cover all the meetings programmed until the end of the year. Delegations recalled the report considered by the Council on March 27, 2002, entitled “Report of the Chair on the Operating Standards to govern the Functioning of the Permanent Council” (CP/doc.3553/02 rev. 2), that contained various measures to reduce the costs of meetings that were approved by the Council at that time
/.  The Committee then instructed its Chair to discuss this matter with the Chair of the Permanent Council, and with the Chairs of the other Committees; to inform the Council of the recommendations of today’s meeting, and of the results of his discussions with the Chairs of the other Committees.
