Summary of the meeting held on November 16, 2004
/
1. Election of the Vice Chair

At the proposal of the Alternate Representative of Jamaica, Ms. Delrose Montague, and seconded by the Permanent Representative of Guatemala, Ambassador Francisco Villagran de Leon, the Committee elected by acclamation Ambassador Abigail Castro de Perez, Permanent Representative of El Salvador, to serve as its Vice chair.

2. Update of costs of meetings 

The Committee considered the draft resolution on the update of the costs of meetings contained in document CP/CAAP-2719/04, presented by the Office of Conferences and Meetings.  Various delegations suggested amendments to the draft resolution as well as to the models attached to it that were accepted by the Committee.  The Committee then requested the Secretariat to present a revised draft resolution containing the amendments suggested at today’s meeting, for its final approval at the Committee’s meeting scheduled for December 14, 2004.

3. Consideration of the reports on the liquidity situation of the General Secretariat presented pursuant to CP/RES. 868 (CP/doc.3939/04); (CP/doc. 3950/04); (CP/doc.3954/04) - Report of the General Secretariat on the status of payment of quotas to the Regular Fund as of August 31, 2004 (CP/doc.3941/04)

The Committee considered the reports pertaining to both topics at the same time since they were interrelated.  For his part, the Director of the Department of Administration and Finance informed on the latest quota payment by the Permanent Mission of Argentina, indicating that with this payment and other payments anticipated in December, the Organization will have some measure of liquidity through the end of the fiscal year and into January 2005.  He did indicate however, that if the payments scheduled for January 2005 were not received in a timely fashion there would again be a possible cash flow crisis.

The Committee agreed that the reports on quota payments and the reports on the liquidity situation of the General Secretariat requested under resolution CP/RES. 868, should be presented in the future, on a monthly basis to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, unless the situation requires differently.
4. Quarterly status report on the details of the renovations projects in the Main Building, including on the technology upgrades in the Main and Administrative Buildings, [AG/RES.2059 (XXXIV-O/04]

The Committee took note of the quarterly report on the details of the renovations projects in the Main Building, including the technology upgrades in the Main and Administrative Buildings that was presented by the General Secretariat in compliance with AG/RES.2059 (XXXIV-O/04, document CP/CAAP-2722/04.

The Committee also took note of the report containing summary information on the Bolivar renovation that had been requested by the Committee at its previous informal meeting (CP/CAAP-2721/04 corr.1).

It also recalled that the Inter-American Court of Human Rights had informed the Committee in its previous quarterly report, that it had exhausted all of it resources assigned to it under this resolution and therefore would not be presenting any further reports.
