· Condolences
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The Permanent Council observed, with a moment of silence, the passing of the former Prime Minister and Minister of Justice of Saint Lucia, Winston Cenac, who died on September 22.


The Permanent Council expressed its condolences to the people and Government of Haiti over the tragedy of Tropical Storm Jeanne, which left hundreds of persons dead, injured, or missing and caused immense material damage.
