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I. INTRODUCTION
The Office for the Summit Process is pleased to present this Report, which contains a list of the expenses incurred in holding the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples of the Permanent Council of the Organization of American States (OAS).

The Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus was held at OAS headquarters on November 8-12, 2004. It was attended by representatives of indigenous peoples, whose expenses were met by using the “Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,” established by resolution CP/RES. 817 (1319/02). 

II. SELECTION BOARD
The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on October 12, 2004 to consider and approve the list of indigenous representatives and leaders who were beneficiaries of the Fund and who took part in the Third Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the above-mentioned Working Group. 

The Selection Board of the Fund was comprised of Ambassador Juan León Alvarado, Alternate Representative of Guatemala to the OAS and Chair of the Working Group; Councillor Ana Peña, Alternate Representative of Peru to the OAS and Vice Chair of the Working Group; and by the following indigenous representatives of the subregions: Mr. Héctor Huertas, representing Central America, Mr. Marcial Colín, representing South America, and Mr. Rolland Pangowish, representing North America. These indigenous representatives were elected by the Indigenous Caucus at the Special Session held in February 2003.

The Selection Board’s decisions were taken in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 817 (1319/02) of the Permanent Council of the OAS.

III. INDIGENOUS REPRESENTATIVES
The Office for the Summit Process received and processed 47 applications from indigenous representatives. The selection process took into account the criteria set forth in resolution CP/RES. 817 (1319/02), such as the fact that participants must be representatives of indigenous organizations and communities, they must be designated as representatives by those same organizations and communities, there must be equitable geographic representation of beneficiaries and, at the same time, gender equity and equality, with no more than two representatives per indigenous organization or community.

The Board selected the following indigenous representatives based on national-level candidacies:

The Office for the Summit Process sent all the selected indigenous representatives an invitation letter and notified the Honorable Consuls of the United States of America in each country regarding the selection of each indigenous representative. The Office for the Summit Process produced three electronic bulletins about the decision of the Selection Board. 

Of this group, the following three representatives were unable to attend the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus:

Additionally, the Office for the Summit Process produced an Informative Bulletin on the Fourth Session of Negotiations that was transmitted electronically on two occasions to the selected indigenous representatives, those representatives who showed interest in participating in this Session, and those in the Indigenous Peoples Database of the Summit Office.

IV. LIST OF EXPENSES 
The total cost of the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples amounted to US$43,223.64, which breaks down as follows: 

Air fare

The round-trip airfares purchased for the indigenous representatives to Washington, D.C., from their home locations totaled US$16,255.36.  The Office for the Summit Process produced an electronic correspondence for each indigenous representative and applying organization, which informed them of the selection process, the purchase of their ticket, the airline, their reservation number, and the record locator of each airline ticket.

Per diem expenses


The Fund also covered per diem expenses of US$50.00 per night for each of the 21 representatives of the indigenous peoples who were in attendance. The total amount of per diem expenses paid was US$8,530.00.

Hotel


The representatives of the indigenous peoples participating in the Negotiations stayed at the Harrington Hotel located at 436 11 Street NW, Washington, DC 20004. The cost of accommodations totaled US$9,095.25 (8 nights at $85 per night = $680.00 for 15 rooms). 

Meeting of the Indigenous Caucus

Likewise, the Fund also covered the cost of the Indigenous Caucus held on Saturday and Sunday November 6-7, 2004, at the Harrington Hotel at 436 11 Street N.W., Washington, D.C. 20004. The Fund paid Global Market Café US$900.00 to cover the cost of beverages during this preparatory meeting. 

In addition, the Fund paid for interpretation services for the Indigenous Caucus, in the amount of US$6,115.00. Interpretation was provided by Cassandra Smithies (US$3,140.00) and Colleen K. Reeks (US$2,975.00). 

Medical insurance

The Office for the Summit Process processed and purchased the medical insurance of each selected indigenous representative for the duration of the Session, which included the days dedicated to the Indigenous Caucus. The total amount used to cover the cost of the medical insurance for each indigenous representative was US$1,028.03.

Communications

The Fund covered the costs of communications with the indigenous peoples’ representatives, in the amount of US$1,300.00.

Database

The Office for the Summit Process updated the indigenous people database, which can be found in that Office.

V. CURRENT BALANCE OF THE FUND

At the beginning of the IV Session of Negotiations the Fund had on the following balance:
