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The Permanent Council held a special meeting at the request of the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela to consider the oral report of the Chief of the Electoral Observation Mission of the OAS on the Presidential Recall Referendum, held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004 (CP/INF.5049/04).

Delegations present heard oral reports from the Chief of the Mission, Ambassador Valter Pecly Moreira, Permanent Representative of Brazil, and the Secretary General, Dr. César Gaviria.

Ambassador Jorge Valero, Permanent Representative of Venezuela, submitted for consideration a draft resolution presented by the ALADI group (CP/doc.3930/04), which was then also sponsored by Canada, once the amendments it proposed had been incorporated.

The Permanent Council then took note of the amendments to the aforementioned draft resolution proposed by the CARICOM group and of the draft declaration presented by the delegation of the United States (CP/doc.3926/04).

After an exchange of views, the Council decided to adjourn the meeting and transmit the draft resolution submitted by the ALADI group for consideration by the General Committee, along with all the other proposals by delegations.


On August 26, the Vice Chair of the General Committee, Ambassador Lisa Shoman, presented a draft resolution (CP/doc.3930/04 rev. 4) for consideration by the Permanent Council , and announced that it had been approved by consensus.  After reading the document, the Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 869 (1436/04), “Results of the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004.”
