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1.
Process of Reflection on the Inter-American System for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights, pursuant to the mandate issued in operative paragraph 5 of resolution AG/RES. 2030 (XXXIV-O/04), “Strengthening of Human Rights Systems Pursuant to the Plan of Action of the Third Summit of the Americas” – See note from the Chair of the CAJP (CP/CAJP-2200/04)

a. Schedule for the process of reflection (CP/CAJP-2205/04)

The delegations approved the schedule, without offering any observations or recommendations.
Document CP/CAJP-2205/04 rev. 1 will be distributed, reflecting what was agreed.

b. Preliminary list of topics (CP/CAJP-2206/04) 

The delegations agreed to adopt a list of all the proposed topics for the process of reflection and submitted for consideration by the delegations in the context of CAJP meetings.  They would present in that same document the proposals formally presented by the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela (CP/CAJP-2206/04 add. 1) and the Permanent Mission of Bolivia (CP/CAJP-2206/04 add. 2)
Document CP/CAJP-2206/04 rev. 1, which includes the list of topics, will be distributed in the near future.

2.
“Effective and Adequate Increase in the Financial Resources Allocated to the Organs of the Inter-American System for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights” – See note from the Chair of the CAJP (CP/CAJP-2202/04)

The delegations made observations on the Chair’s note on this topic and recommended certain changes.  Document CP/CAJP-2202/04 rev. 1, reflecting all the agreed changes, will be distributed in the near future.


One delegation stressed the need for information from the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) on what would be the cost if the Commission were to operate on an ongoing basis in San José, Costa Rica, and what would be the cost if the Commission members moved permanently to OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C.
3.
Human Rights Education – See note from the Chair of the CAJP (CP/CAJP-2203/04) and draft resolution presented by the delegation of Peru (CP/CAJP-2203/04 add. 1):
a.
The draft resolution:


Some delegations expressed support for the draft resolution presented by the Permanent Mission of Peru. 

Others said they agreed with the concern that had prompted the Permanent Mission of Peru to offer the draft resolution but were unable to endorse its content.

Several delegations supported the preparation of a draft resolution calling upon the member states, the OAS General Secretariat (in particular the Department of Legal Affairs and Services), all the bodies of the inter-American human rights system (the IACHR, Inter-American Court of Human Rights, Inter-American Children's Institute, and Inter-American Commission of Women), the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights, and civil society organizations, as appropriate, to submit documents on human rights education in which they would:

· describe their experience;
· share their best practices;
· describe the outcome of their efforts. 


b.
The Chair’s note:
Some delegations said they had not replied to the Chair’s note for lack of sufficient information on the subject.

Several delegations noted their uncertainty as to which technical area would process the information gathered in response to the Chair's note and which would handle the technical follow-up on the outcome of these studies.

One delegation suggested that the study of this topic also take into account the efforts of the Working Group to Prepare an Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, especially the results of that group's special meeting held on September 30 and October 1, 2004.

Another delegation suggested that the member states focus on supporting the efforts of institutions and (nongovernmental) organizations specializing in this area.

Another delegation stressed that, before the CAJP was to continue pursuing new initiatives in this area, it should know the outcome of the efforts carried out in response to the following mandate of General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2044 (XXXIV-O/04), “Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy”:

9.
To request that the General Secretariat, through both units, and others, as appropriate:
d.
Present to the Permanent Council a basic document for preparation of an inter-American program for education in democratic values for peace and human rights, bearing in mind the recommendations of the special meeting of the Permanent Council, held on April 12 and 13, 2004, on the promotion of democratic culture through education; and

e.
Continue to develop training programs to promote the principles, values, and practices of a democratic culture, on the basis of Articles 26 and 27 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

4.
Strategies for promoting and protecting the human rights of children and women in the Americas
a.
The delegations directly addressed the mandate issued in operative paragraph 8 of General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2050 (XXXIV-O/04), “Combating the Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Children in the Hemisphere,” which reads:
8.
To instruct the Permanent Council to convene a special meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, during the first quarter of 2005, to consider the documents presented by the CIM, the IIN, the JSCA, and the IACHR to recommend future measures to be taken in this regard.

It was initially agreed that this meeting would be scheduled for March 2005 and that the Chair would send messages to the four bodies mentioned above, reminding their senior officers of the mandate issued in operative paragraph 8 of resolution AG/RES. 2050 (XXXIV-O/04).

It was also agreed that, in preparing for the special meeting, the CAJP should bear in mind the outcome of the meeting convened in response to operative paragraph 5 of General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2019 (XXXIV-O/04), “Fighting the Crime of Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women, Adolescents, and Children,” which reads:



5.
To request the Permanent Council to convene, in 2005, in coordination with the CIM and other appropriate organs of the Organization, the meeting mentioned in operative paragraph 4, and to include participation by experts on this issue, civil society organizations registered with the OAS, and other organizations invited to take part.

b.
Other delegations spoke on the topic of resolution AG/RES. 2028 (XXXIV-O/04), “Inter-American Program of Cooperation to Prevent and Remedy Cases of International Abduction of Children by One of Their Parents.” Specifically, they spoke on a possible progress report on this program, “endorsed” by the OAS General Assembly.
6.
Status of the rights and the care of persons under any form of detention or imprisonment
Several delegations expressed concern over a lack of funding for the work of the IACHR Rapporteur on this subject.

Other delegations requested that the General Secretariat conduct efforts relating to the conclusions and recommendations of the report of the First Meeting of Officials Responsible for Penitentiary and Prison Policies of the OAS Member States (GAPECA/doc.04/03).

The CAJP decided to take up this topic again at an upcoming meeting, which the IACHR Rapporteur was expected to attend so as to report to the member states on progress in the context of resolution AG/RES. 2037 (XXXIV-O/04), “Study of the Rights and the Care of Persons under Any Form of Detention or Imprisonment.”

7.
Comments on a draft agenda for a special meeting for sharing experience and best practices in the adoption of measures against racism and all forms of discrimination and intolerance

The Committee’s decisions on the preparations for this special meeting are provided in the agenda for the meeting: CP/CAJP-2209/04 rev. 2.
8.
Consideration of the link between human rights and the fight against terrorism
a.
Several delegations stressed that there was no justification for policies and practices that violated human rights while protecting a broader spectrum of the population against the effects of terrorism.

b.
The role of the OAS in this area.

Some delegations said the OAS should be in charge of gathering information on best practices in fighting terrorism (while observing human rights) and should provide that information to the member states. They also mentioned that the OAS could refer to the “guidelines” on this subject developed by the Council of Europe.

c.
Preparations for a meeting of government experts on human rights and the fight against terrorism, to be held in January 2005

In concluding consideration of this point, the Chair reported to delegations that he would undertake consultations with the Executive Secretaries of the IACHR and the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) with a view to presenting a draft agenda for the special meeting of the CAJP, scheduled for January 27, 2005.

9.
Strategies for supporting the work of the International Criminal Court

a.
Several delegations recommended that the OAS should intensify its work on this issue, now that the Court is functioning, and that this should include promoting the ratification of the Rome Statute within the Hemisphere.


Another delegation referred to the position that it has historically maintained, as reflected in the annexes to resolutions AG/RES. 2039 (XXXIV-O/04), "Promotion of the International Criminal Court," and AG/RES. 2052 (XXXIV-O/04), "Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law."

b.
Preparations for a working meeting on Cooperation with the International Criminal Court


On this point, it was mentioned that the President of the International Criminal Court, Philippe Kirsch of Canada, might attend the working meeting scheduled, in principle, for March 24, 2005.

10. 
Consideration of the status of international humanitarian law in the Americas

· Preparations for a special meeting on international humanitarian law, to be held in February 2005 (oral report by the General Secretariat).

Counselor Eduardo Acevedo Diaz, as coordinator of the informal consultations on this issue, described the initial exchange of ideas that had taken place and announced the holding of informal meetings at headquarters, from which he hoped would emerge a draft for submission to the CAJP, if possible by December 2004.

12.
Consideration of internally displaced persons in the Americas


The Committee decided to request delegations to submit draft resolutions reflecting their concerns on this issue.

13.
Exchange of information on applicants for refugee status, and on refugees, repatriated persons, and stateless persons in the Americas


As with the previous topic, the Committee decided to ask delegations to submit draft resolutions reflecting their concerns in this area.


Several delegations referred to the celebrations held in Mexico City on November 15 and 16 to mark the 20th anniversary of the 1984 Cartagena Declaration on Refugees.


Other delegations stressed the responsibility of countries to deal adequately with the problem of refugees and displaced persons at its source.
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
