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The meeting, chaired by Ambassador Rodolfo Hugo Gil, Permanent Representative of Argentina to the OAS, considered the items listed on the order of business:  CP/CISC-110/04 and, for the Spanish, CP/CISC-110/04 corr. 1.  Before proceeding with adoption of the order of business, the Chair reported that the Mexican delegation had requested the inclusion of the draft resolution “Follow-up to the Special Summit of the Americas,” CP/doc.3877/04.  It was agreed to consider this item under “other business.”
1. Preparation of a proposed “Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas” [operative paragraph 3 of AG/RES. 1960 (XXXIII-O/03)].  Consideration of the document “Proposed Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas” (CP/CISC-105/04 rev. 1)
The Chair recalled that, at the previous meeting, on April 15, the Committee had discussed the document “Proposed Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas” (CP/CISC-105/04) and decided to incorporate into that document the written recommendations submitted by the delegations, producing a final document at this meeting.
The Chair reported that comments had been received from Canada, Mexico, and the United States, and that the Secretariat had prepared a new document, distributed with the classification CP/CISC-105/04 rev. 1.
He then asked the Executive Secretary of the Unit for the Promotion of Democracy (UPD), Elizabeth Spehar, and the Director of the Unit for Social Development and Education (UDSE), Sofíaleticia Morales, to give a general presentation on that document.
After statements by delegations, it was decided to approve the document with the proposed amendments.  The document would be published with the title “Guidelines for the Program for Democratic Governance in the Americas” and submitted to the Permanent Council with an accompanying draft resolution.  The latter would be taken up at a future Committee meeting.
2. Note from the Permanent Mission of Peru requesting renewed consideration of the application by the Andean Commission of Jurists, CP/CISC-65/03, in accordance with the “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities” [CP/PRES. 759 (1217/99)] (CP/CISC-109/04)
The Chair noted that, at its meeting on October 17, 2003, the Committee had considered, among other items, the application to participate in OAS activities from the Andean Commission of Jurists, document CP/CISC-65/04, and that, at that time, at the request of the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, it had decided to defer its decision on the matter. 
He reported that on April 19 he had received the message from the Permanent Mission of Peru contained in document CP/CISC-109/04, and, for that reason, had requested that the topic be placed on the agenda for this date.
The Committee decided to recommend to the Permanent Council that it approve the request from the Andean Commission of Jurists (CP/CISC-109/04).

3. Consideration of the draft resolution “Increasing and Strengthening Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities” (presented by the delegations of Argentina and Canada) (CP/CISC-108/04)
The Chair gave the floor to the delegations of Canada and Argentina, and to the Secretariat for the Summit Process, for explanations on this draft resolution.
It was decided to approve the draft, with amendments proposed by some delegations, and to submit it to the Permanent Council for consideration, clarifying that it would become part of the report the CISC was to present in keeping with operative paragraph 8 of AG/RES. 1915 (XXXIII-O/03).
4. Consideration of the draft resolution “Support for and Follow-up of the Summits of the Americas Process” (presented by the Chair) (CP/CISC-111/04)
The Chair requested Dr. Irene Klinger to give a brief outline of this draft resolution.  The Committee decided to consider, at an upcoming meeting, a revised version that was to include amendments proposed during the meeting.
5. Consideration of the draft resolution "Plan of Action of Mexico City on Decentralization and on Strengthening Regional and Municipal Administrations and Civil Society Participation" (presented by the delegation of Mexico) (CP/doc.3874/04)
The Chair recalled that the Committee’s Plan of Action included the topic that arose from Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 846 (1371/03), "Convening of the Second Meeting of Ministers and High-Level Authorities Responsible for Policies on Decentralization, Local Government, and Citizen Participation at the Municipal Level in the Hemisphere, pursuant to Resolution AG/RES. 1901 (XXXII-O/02).”
He also noted that, on October 17, 2003, the Committee had considered an oral report presented by the Executive Coordinator of the UPD on the outcome of RIAD II, held in Mexico City from September 24 to 26, 2004.
At that time, the UPD emphasized the background to and mandates of the ministerial meeting and its procedures and results, in particular the adoption of the "Plan of Action of Mexico City on Decentralization and on Strengthening Regional and Municipal Administrations and Civil Society Participation."  The UPD’s oral report was subsequently published in document CP/CISC-78/03 and the Plan of Action of Mexico City can be found in document REDMU-II/doc.7/03 rev. 1.

The Chair noted that the draft resolution proposed by the delegation of Mexico and now under consideration at the meeting was the outcome of the activities described above.  The Permanent Representative of Mexico then gave a detailed explanation.  The Committee approved the draft resolution and decided to submit it to the Permanent Council for consideration.

6. Draft resolution “Follow-up to the Special Summit of the Americas,” CP/doc.3877/04
As agreed at the beginning of the meeting, the Chair offered the floor to Minister Ernesto Campos, Alternate Representative of Mexico, who gave a presentation on this draft resolution.  The Committee requested that the delegations consult with one another and take up the topic again at an upcoming meeting.
7. Other business
There being no further business to discuss, the Chair thanked everyone for their cooperation and closed the meeting.
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
