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1. Draft resolution – Amendments to the Resolution Establishing the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples
The Working Group considered the new version of the draft resolution (GT/DADIN/doc.186/04 rev. 1) and approved it as presented, for subsequent referral to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.
2. Reports of the Office for the Summits Process on the participation of representatives of the indigenous peoples in the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, to be held at OAS headquarters from November 8 to 12, 2004

a.
The Office for the Summits Process informed the Working Group of the final results of the process to select representatives of the indigenous peoples for the Fourth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus.  The selection process had been the responsibility of the Selection Board, made up of the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Juan León Alvarado, Alternate Representative of Guatemala; the Vice Chair of the Working Group, Counselor Ana Peña Doig, Alternate Representative of Peru; Mr. Héctor Huertas, of Panama, indigenous representative of Central America and the Caribbean; Mr. Marcial Colín, of Chile, indigenous representative of South America; and Mr. Rolland Pangowish, of Canada, indigenous representative of North America (see document GT/DADIN/doc.188/04 rev. 1). The Selection Board had met on October 12, 2004, to select an indigenous expert or leader from each member state from a list of candidates received by the OAS Office for the Summits Process. The Selection Board had followed the criteria set out in Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 817 (1319/02).


b.
The Office for the Summits Process also informed the Working Group of the preparations under way to bring the representatives selected by the Selection Board to Washington and to provide lodging for them. 


c.
The same office also reported on the status of preparations for the Indigenous Caucus, to be held just prior to the meeting of negotiations, on November 6 and 7.

d.
Lastly, it reported on the financial status of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.
3. Results of preliminary consultations by the Chair aimed at finding a possible date for the conclusion of the final stage of negotiations for adoption of the Draft Declaration
The Chair of the Working Group reported that, to facilitate discussions on the topic with a view to reconciling the views and positions of the indigenous representatives and the states, the following document had been distributed: GT/DADIN/doc.189/04, titled  “Proposal by the Chair – Background document for preliminary consultations by the Chair aimed at finding a possible date for conclusion of the final stage of negotiations for adoption of the Draft Declaration [Pursuant to the mandate issued in operative paragraph 4, subparagraphs (a) and (e) of resolution AG/RES. 2029 (XXXIV-O/04).”  He also reported that he had not received comments from either the indigenous representatives or the states. 

Some delegations said they were not prepared to express an opinion in that regard, while others requested that the decision to be taken be divided into two: the first decision would be on the date for concluding the final stage of negotiations, and the second on the advisability of convening a special session of the OAS General Assembly for the formal adoption of the Declaration. 

4. Other business
Document GT/DADIN/SA.10/04 add. 1, with the texts of the statements and comments made by member states, would be published soon in response to a note from one of the delegations.
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
