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Summary of the meeting of May 3, 2004


The meeting was chaired by Ambassador Miguel Ruíz-Cabañas, Permanent Representative of Mexico to the OAS, to consider the following items on the order of business, document CP/CG-1582/04:

1.
Consideration of the draft resolution “Promotion of Corporate Social Responsibility in the Hemisphere” (CP/CG-1577/04)

The Chair recalled that on December 17, 2003 staff of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) introduced this General Committee to the report on promotion of corporate social responsibility in the Hemisphere, pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 1953 (XXXIII-O/03), and that the aforementioned report was published and distributed as document CP/CG-1579/04, which includes the observations made by delegations at that time.

He also mentioned that the draft resolution on this topic had been proposed by Canada and invited that country to take the floor to introduce it. 

The Committee approved the draft resolution with the amendments put forward at the meeting and agreed to forward it in due course to the Permanent Council for its consideration. 

2.
Consideration of the draft resolution “White Helmets Initiative” (CP/CG-1573/04)

The Chair mentioned that on April 21 the General Committee had agreed that the delegation proposing this draft resolution would carry out informal consultations regarding it. Immediately thereafter, he offered the floor to the Alternate Representative of Argentina, Mr. Gerardo Bompadre, who reported on the outcome of those consultations, which, he said, were reflected in the resolution he was submitting for consideration. 

After a few comments by the delegations, the Committee decided to approve the draft resolution with the proposed amendments and to forward it to the Permanent Council.

3.
Consideration of the draft resolution “Modernization of the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States” (CP/CG-1576/04)

To initiate discussion of this topic, the Chair gave the floor to the Alternate Representative of Mexico, Minister Ernesto Campos, who explained the changes made in this version of the draft resolution to reflect suggestions made by delegations at the previous meeting of the Committee.

The Committee decided to approve the draft resolution with the modifications suggested at the meting and to forward it in due course to the Permanent Council.

4.
Consideration of the draft resolution “Cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations System, the General Secretariat of the Central American Integration System, and the General Secretariat of the Caribbean Community” (CP/CG-1580/04)


The Chair explained that this draft resolution was being presented pursuant to the mandate contained in operative paragraph 5 of AG/RES. 1956 (XXXIII-O/04), which requests the Secretary General to present a report on this topic to the General Assembly. He also reminded those present that the corresponding report of the Secretary General had been distributed with the classification CP/doc.3868/04 corr. 1.


The Committee agreed to approve the draft resolution and submit it to the Permanent Council for its consideration.

5.
Report of the Chair of the Working Group responsible for preparing the draft resolution on Support for the Work of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CP/CG-1581/04)

Consideration of the draft resolution


The Committee decided to postpone consideration of this draft until the next meeting, because the Chair of the working group concerned was unable, for reasons of force majeure, to attend the meeting.

6.
Consideration of the draft resolution, "Fighting the Crime of Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women, Adolescents, and Children" (CP/CG-1578/04)


The Chair explained that this draft resolution stems from the report of the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 1948 (XXXIII-O/03) and he recalled that at the Permanent Council meeting of April 7, 2004, Ms. Carmen Lomellin had presented the corresponding report, CP/doc.3862/04, which was then forwarded to the General Committee for its consideration and analysis.


Following the presentation by the CIM and comments by some of the delegations, it was decided to resume discussion of the topic at the next meeting of the Committee, with a new version of the draft resolution taking into account the observations made at the meeting and any agreements reached during informal consultations among the delegations.
