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Summary of the meeting of May 13, 2004


At this meeting, chaired by Ambassador Miguel Ruíz-Cabañas, Permanent Representative of Mexico to the OAS, the Committee considered the following items on the order of business, document CP/CG-1594/04:

1. Consideration of the draft resolution "Fighting the Crime of Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women, Adolescents, and Children" (CP/CG-1578/04 rev. 2)

The Committee approved this draft resolution as amended at the meeting and decided to transmit it to the Permanent Council for consideration.

2. Consideration of the draft resolution “Natural Disaster Reduction” (CP/CG-1592/04)

The delegation of Antigua and Barbuda presented this draft resolution, which was approved with certain amendments and was to be submitted to the Permanent Council.

3. Consideration of the draft resolution “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Reports of the Organs, Agencies, and Entities of the Organization” (CP/CG-1591/04)

The Committee approved this draft resolution as amended at the meeting and decided to transmit it in due course to the Permanent Council for consideration.

4. Report of the Chair of the Working Group in charge of the draft resolution “Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy” (CP/CG-1590/04 corr. 1)
