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Summary of Meeting held on August 26, 2004


The meeting, chaired by Ambassador Lisa Shoman, Permanent Representative of Belize to the OAS, was held to consider the following proposals related to the presidential recall referendum in Venezuela, submitted for consideration by the General Committee in an agreement adopted by the Permanent Council the previous day:
· Draft resolution: Results of the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004 (presented by the ALADI Group – Canada – CARICOM) (CP/doc.3930/04 rev. 2)

· Draft Declaration on the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004 (presented by the Delegation of the United States) (CP/doc.3926/04)


The Chair submitted, for consideration by the meeting, the draft resolution “Results of the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004” (presented by the ALADI Group – Canada – CARICOM) (CP/doc.3930/04 rev. 2). The delegation of the Dominican Republic immediately offered its support for the proposal. 


After presentation of the Draft Declaration on the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004, by the delegation of the United States (CP/doc.3926/04), the General Committee adjourned its meeting to enable the regional subgroups to conduct consultations.


During this period of informal consultations, other versions of document CP/doc.3930/04 were studied and, once the meeting had recommenced, it agreed to convey to the Permanent Council, for consideration, the draft resolution “Results of the Presidential Recall Referendum held in Venezuela on August 15, 2004,” (CP/doc.3930/04 rev. 4), which was supported by all the delegations.
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
