THE ELABORATION OF THE AMERICAN DECLARATION ON THE RIGHTS OF

INDIGENOUS PEOPLES – ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES
The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Preparation of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on January 11 and 12, 2005 to review and approve the list of indigenous representatives and leaders who are beneficiaries of that Fund and who will take part in the Fifth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus and Special Session of the Working Group. This Meeting and Special Session will be held from February 7-11, 2005, at the headquarters of the Organization of American States (OAS) in Washington, D.C.

The Selection Board of the Fund, consisting of Ambassador Juan León, Alternate Ambassador of Guatemala to the OAS and Chair of the Working Group; Counselor Ana Peña, Alternate Representative of the Permanent Mission of Peru to the OAS and Vice-chair of the Working Group; Mr. Adelfo Regino Montes, the Central American and Caribbean representative; Mr. Carlos Jesús Oberto Pocaterra, the South American representative; and Mr. Rolland Pangowish, the North American representative, adopted its decisions in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 817 of the Permanent Council of the OAS, which established the aforementioned Specific Fund.
