CONGRATULATIONS TO THE PERUVIAN STATE FOR ITS RESTORATION
OF THE RIGHTS OF THE ARMED FORCES OFFICERS WHO ACTED
IN DEFENSE OF DEMOCRACY AND THE CONSTITUTIONAL RULE OF LAW
THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,

HAVING HEARD the presentation by the Permanent Representative of Peru to the Organization of American States on the primacy of the rule of law, the unconditional promotion and defense of democracy and of the observance of political freedoms, the promotion of human rights, and the defense of the right to insurgency in defense of the democratic system, as embodied in Article 82 of the 1979 Constitution of Peru;

REAFFIRMING the standards and principles embodied in the OAS Charter;

UNDERSCORING that the Inter-American Democratic Charter establishes that the peoples of the Americas have a right to democracy and their governments have an obligation to promote and defend it, and also states that the constitutional subordination of all state institutions to the legally constituted civilian authority and respect for the rule of law on the part of all institutions and sectors of society are essential to democracy;

AFFIRMING THE CONVICTION that democracy is the civilized way of life that constitutes the basis for the peaceful coexistence of the nations of the Hemisphere and that the obligation of states to promote and defend it extends to their citizens and is binding on them, without distinctions of any kind;

RECALLING resolution CP/RES. 860 (1398/04), “Support for the Constitutional Government of the Republic of Peru,” in which the Permanent Council expressed its full and decisive support for the initiative to achieve broad national consensus in order to strengthen institutional democratic processes in Peru; and
RECALLING ALSO resolution AG/RES. 2041 (XXIV-O/04), “Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights,” operative paragraph 3.b of which urged member states to follow up on the Commission’s recommendations,

RESOLVES:
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To congratulate the Peruvian state and, in particular its Congress, for the adoption, on Thursday, March 10, 2005, of a law that recognizes the democratic contribution of a group of Peruvian armed forces officers who, on November 13, 1992, acted in defense of the established rule of law and constitutional order, and that restores the human rights that had been denied them.

2. To congratulate also the Peruvian state because that measure is consistent with its leadership in the adoption of the Inter-American Democratic Charter and, in particular, its Article 4, which embodies, inter alia, the primacy of the legally constituted civilian authority and therefore the subordination thereto of all state institutions and sectors of society.

3. To recognize that the measure taken to consolidate the democratic institutional system and culture in Peru is in line with the spirit of Article 4.d of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted in Mexico in October 2003, since it contributes to stability and peace in the Hemisphere.

4. To recognize that the measure is consistent with the commitment made by the Peruvian state to the promotion and defense of human rights and by the inter-American human rights system, in that it carries out the recommendations contained in Report No. 27/94 of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights.
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
