· Adopt such measures as it deems appropriate to eliminate, or, when it occurs, punish violence against migrants.

· Guarantee effective access of all migrants and their families to justice systems to enable them to exercise their rights. 

· Guarantee effective access of all migrants and their families to health care systems.

· Implement the actions and programs needed to guarantee effective access of all migrants and their families to education and culture.

· Guarantee the labor rights of all migrant workers and their families, especially the right to free association and severance pay.

· Establish Groups Specializing in Protection of Migrants, in order to protect their physical integrity and property and combat blatantly criminal acts, providing migrants with guidance regarding their rights and the risks they face in attempting to cross borders without documents.

· Consider the possibility of signing, ratifying, or acceding to the International Convention for the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Their Families.
