SUMMARY OF INFORMATION CONCERNING THE FUNDACIÓN PAZ MUNDIAL
This document was prepared by the Summits of the Americas Secretariat to provide information to member states of the Organization of American States on the civil society organization, Fundación Paz Mundial.
It contains the basic data and a list of supporting documentation submitted by this civil society organization (CSO) pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for Participation by Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities.”
Background
Fundación Paz Mundial is a nonprofit civil society association, founded in Santiago, Chile in 1994, where it has its head office. Its purpose is promote strategies for achieving world peace through pacific action and agreements.
This core objective is pursued through programs to combat poverty, reduce unemployment, foster education for peace, and promote disarmament in the countries of the Hemisphere. It also lobbies, publishes, and attends meetings with governmental and nongovernmental institutions in order drum up support for its programs in the Americas.
Fundación Paz Mundial receives financial support from its voluntary members, who come Chile, Costa Rica, the United States, France, and Finland. The Foundation is a member of Chile’s Association of Nongovernmental Organizations (ASONG). 
Fundación Paz Mundial applied for registration with the OAS on December 25, 2004.

Primary areas of activity of Fundación Paz Mundial and their relationship to OAS activities

Fundación Paz Mundial aims to promote tolerance, democracy, and peace through artistic, educational, social, and cultural activities. In its activities, it focuses on disarmament, democratic governance, education for peace, the eradication of poverty, and human rights. Thus its work ties in with that of the OAS inasmuch as it:
· Makes recommendations to the Conferences of Ministers of Defense of the Americas and takes part in the preparatory meetings for the Summits of the Americas addressing topics related to democracy, hemispheric security, human rights, and poverty.
· Participates in roundtables and seminars together with academic circles and other civil society organizations working out agreements or policies designed to overcome poverty in the Americas.
· Promotes academic, artistic, and educational activities that encourage tolerance, the peaceful settlement of disputes, and democracy. 
· Fosters education-for-peace programs in the schools of the Hemisphere through television and radio campaigns.
Fundación Paz Mundial contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
Fundación Paz Mundial seeks to foster peaceful settlement of conflicts and gradual disarmament through the “World Peace Project.” The “Education for Peace” project aims to develop specific education-for-peace methodologies; the “Friends for Peace” project includes environmental conservation campaigns and dissemination of positive news; and the “National Employment Promotion” (FONAEM) project aims to improve Chile’s unemployment rate. Fundación Paz Mundial supports the United Nations peace activities and undertakes to support those of the OAS through:
· Participation in meetings with stakeholders to reach agreements on national and hemispheric peace policies. 
· Participation in the development of educational and cultural programs that foster peace, tolerance, and democracy in the Americas through the peaceful resolution of conflicts and implementation of justice. 
· Collaboration with peaceful conflict resolution programs in the Americas by participating in mediation between parties to conflicts in the countries of the Hemisphere. 
· Actions promoting fulfillment of the commitments and cooperation  proclaimed in the Declaration on Security in the Americas.
· Dissemination and promotion of the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco).
· Dissemination of international instruments that promote democracy in the Americas through articles and coverage in the press, radio, television, and the Internet. 
OAS work areas to which Fundación Paz Mundial  can provide support
Fundación Paz Mundial offers to collaborate with the OAS on programs promoting world peace, tolerance, and democracy by:
· Supporting the work of the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) to disseminate and follow up on the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-personnel Mines and on Their Destruction (Ottawa Convention) and on resolutions on disarmament.
· Promotion of the resolution “Limitation of Military Spending” adopted by the General Assembly in June 2003.
· Collaborating with the education-for-peace programs carried out pursuant to the Declarations of San Salvador and Santiago on “Confidence- and Security-Building Measures.”
· Collaborating with the Office for the Promotion of Democracy of the Department of Democratic and Political Affairs in carrying out the Mine Clearing Program in Central America of the Program for Comprehensive Action against Antipersonnel Landmines (AICMA), specifically in the area of preventive education designed to alert the civilian population regarding the danger of mines. 
· Helping to develop the Peace-building Portal of the Office for the Prevention and Resolution of Conflicts (OPRC) of the Department of Democratic and Political Affairs (DDPA).
· Collaborating with the educational programs of the Mine Clearing Program in Central America (PADCA) of the Office for the Promotion of Democracy (OPD).
· Promoting familiarity with the Charter of the Organization of American States, the Inter-American Democratic Charter, and conventions and treaties relating to hemispheric security.
· Backing educational programs fostering tolerance, mutual respect, nonviolence, and recognition of cultural diversity in accordance with the 2002-2005 Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).

· Supporting the Office for the Prevention and Resolution of Conflicts (OPRC) of the Department of Democratic and Political Affairs (DDPA) of the OAS in regional and national conflict resolution programs. By also helping this Office to develop the educational program on conflict resolution by television (TV-RC).
· Supporting the peace missions carried out under the Central American Program to Strengthen Democratic Dialogue (PCA) of the program entitled Support  to the Secretariat of Interior and Justice and Technical Assistance for the Grand National Dialogue process in Honduras,  the program entitled Design and Implementation of a Conflict Prevention and Resolution System in Bolivia (CPBOL), Peru’s Program for Conflict Management and Promotion of Dialogue (CMPER), and the Pro-Peace Program in Guatemala.
· Working with the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) to develop programs encouraging the participation of women in peace processes in the Americas.
· Collaborating with the Collaborating with the Office for the Promotion of Democracy (OPD) of the Department of Democratic and Political Affairs (DDPA) of the OAS in developing Strategic Programs for the Strengthening Leadership and Democratic Citizenship.
· Supporting the Office of Education, Science, and Technology (OEST) and the Inter-American Children's Institute (IIN) in programs to assist ministries of education and of youth in member states in promoting democratic values and practices in both formal and informal educational systems.
· Making recommendations to OAS member states by participating in the preparatory meetings for the Summits of the Americas that address such issues as democratic governance, security and human rights.
