Primary areas of activity of Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología and their relationship to OAS activities

The purpose of Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología is to promote women’s participation in the development of research, science, and technology programs through exchanges of information among researchers; and to publish and publicize research in educational institutions and international fora.  Thus the activities carried out by Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología relate to the work of the OAS aimed at: 

· Promoting gender awareness in scientific research; 
· Publishing reports on women’s participation in scientific and technological activities;

· Fostering debates geared to putting forward strategies for promoting the participation of women in research;

· Constructing a database based on the register of researchers, by gender;
· Supporting legal reforms that foster gender research and research done by women; and

· Participating in the design of policies incorporating equal opportunity principles in the processes for modernizing the Hemisphere’s ministries of education, science, and technology.
Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología contributions that could be of interest to the OAS
Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología seeks to promote research carried out by women. Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología can contribute to the work of the OAS by:
· Developing an inter-American set of science, technology, and education indicators, broken down by sex;

· Promoting human resource training programs to foster research in science and technology and innovation;
· Promoting the use of technology and gender awareness in government decision-making processes; and 

· Furthering knowledge of science and technology aimed at establishing and consolidating a scientific culture in the region, and at encouraging research and scientific and technological education for regional connectivity. 

OAS work areas to which Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología can provide support
Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología offers to work together with the OAS on programs designed to encourage research, especially those run by women or that incorporate a gender perspective. Red Argentina de Género, Ciencia y Tecnología has identified the following fields in which it could work with the OAS: 
· Promoting gender perspective sensitization and awareness programs in teacher training and ongoing education classes for science and technology staff in educational institutions, in accordance with the Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality (PIA) of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM);
· Assisting with the institutional reorganization contemplated in the CIM Plan of Action on Women’s Participation in Power and Decision-making Structures, through legislative amendments promoting gender equity and equal opportunities for participating in and taking decisions in academic bodies;

· Putting forward recommendations at the meetings of experts to prepare for the Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology within the Framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI);

· Supporting human resource and institutional capacity-building for conducting scientific and technological research in a gender equity framework, pursuant to the Declaration of Lima of the First Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology; and  

· Fostering the formulation of policies to boost the development of adaptable and flexible institutions, capable of building the gender perspective into their activities, as stipulated in the Plan of Action of Lima of the First Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology.
