Conduct information campaigns designed to empower migrants and their families so that they may become familiar with the obligations deriving from their presence in transit and destination countries.

60. Conduct studies on migration and trafficking in persons to serve as working tools for developing policy and raising awareness, with special emphasis placed on gender analysis.
61. Establish centers in transit and destination countries to provide protection and assistance to trafficking victims, to enable them to receive legal, medical, and psychological counseling.
62. Support countries in the voluntary return and the reintegration of trafficking victims.

63. Offer training on trafficking in persons to government and civil society officials.
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
